“Indications point to a Liberal ma­
jority of from 100 to 150 in the next par­
liament, which will give the party a 
safe forking, majority and insure the 
carrying out of all its pledges.

“The few seats, lost by the Liberals 
in to-day’s elections were those that 
they Won in the last election, which 
was nothing short of a Liberal land­
slide. It was expected that there would 
be a partial reaction at this election, 
and we have lost no more seats than 
we counted on losing. We could 
scarcely ask for a more gratifying re­
sult.”

At the Constitutional Club, head­
quarters for the Conservatives, the fol­
lowing statement was issued simultan­
eously with that which came from the 
National Liberal Club:

“The Conservatives have secured 
thirteen seats from the Liberals thus 
far. This is not quite as many as we 
hoped for. There are strong indica­
tions, however, of the manufacturing 
towns in Central England returning 
Conservatives. We also count on in­
creasing our strength in the West of 
England. We admit that the result in 
London is unsatisfactory thus far. The 
South we believe to be solidly Conser­
vative. and we are hopeful of a sweep­
ing victory in the Northeast.”

There was not the enthusiasm in the 
Conservatives’ claim that marked the 
statement'of the Liberals, and the gen­
eral belief is that the Liberals will 
maintain their present advantage 
throughout the entire election.

record. Under the constitution, clergy­
men are incapacitated for sitting in 
the House of Commons, but a Noncon­
formist minister is not recognized as a 
clergyman. There have been several 
ex-çlergymen and retired dissenting 
divines in the House of Commons, but 
Rev. C. S. Horne is the first acting 
pastor to be elected to that body.

Charges by Liberate.
London, Jan. 17.—That $15,000,000 is 

being used in the interests of a Con­
servative victory in the parliamentary 
elections now taking place, was the 
grave allegation made to-day by mem­
bers of the Liberal party.

It was further declared that this fund 
had been collected from widely dif­
ferent sources, including organizations 
that would be benefited by a protective 
tariff. The Liberals are up in arms 
over the reported discovery of fraudu­
lent methods of vote-"getting. They 
declare that wholesale corruption of 
voters is going on.

Gains Less Than Hoped For.
London, Jan. 17.—Unionist jubilation 

is chastened by the fact that the party 
required 29 gains in proportion to the 
number fo seats fought for on Saturday 
to be able to antlcii>ate a working ma­
jority with any confidence. The Sunday 
Times describes the results as rather 
disappointing. ,

The Observer says: “In circumstances 
of exceptional difficulty, the Unionists 
did well yesterday. They Must strain 
every nerve to do still better ^-mor­
row and throughout tlje next few days. 
Even if they do no more than main­
tain their initial rate of progress, they 
will return to the House of Commons 
a powerfully reinforced party. That 
was one of the main objects aimed at.”

Chamberlain Delighted.
Joseph Chamberlain received results 

at Highbury with the greatest delight, 
and when Birmingham’s majority ar­
rived, said “Well, we have done our 
share towards upsetting the Socialist 
coach.”

■ V ÆID the 74 constituencies voting Satur­

day the Liberals lost 15 seats, including 
two seats lost by their allies, the La- 
borites. If this percentage 
tained the' Liberals will have but 284 
parliamentary seats in a total of 670. 
By the same estimate the correspond­
ing gain of the Conservatives would 
give them 303 seats.

The condition would give the Irish 
Nationalist party the balance of power. 
By a swing of their votes, the members 
of this party would be able practically 
to control parliament. Irish National­
ists are patiently happy over the way 
the election seems to be going.
