Fight on Sunday.
Casablanca, Sept. 3.—Four French 

soldieftj-. were wounded during 
day’s engagement with the Moors. The 
fanatics -showed extreme recklessness, 
but eventually retired under the re­
peated sweeping charges of the French 
and the terrific bombardment of the 
artillery.

The fighting was started by the
Arabs attacking a reconnoitering
party, which Gen. Drade, the French 
commander, reinforced by five compan­
ies of infantry and two batteries of 
artillery, Spahis, African Huzzars and 
regulars Algerian cavalry had sent out.

The loss of the Moors is unknown.

The French Losses.
Casablanca, Sept. 3.—Eight French­

men were killed and seventeen wound­
ed in an engagement yesterday outside 

camp. t
The dead include Major Prévost, of 

the first battalion of the foreign legion, 
and Lieut; Benizzas, of the second bat­
talion of Algerian sharpshooters.

The Moors concentrated the largest 
force they had yet mustered in this 
vicinity and returned to the attack 
again and again after encountering 
the deadly fire of the French artillery 
and Ynachine guns.

The enemy’s losses are described as
enormous.

The fighting was started by an at­
tack made by the Moors on a French 
scouting party.

Exodus From Fez.
Tangier, Sept. 3—The exodus of 

Europeans and Jews from Tangier 
continues.

On learning the determination of the 
American missionaries, Messrs. Clin­
ton Reid and E^iyert, to remain at Fez, 
while all the other Christians, 
seventy in number, were leaving for 
the coast, the populace of Fez 
convinced that they must not be gen­
uine Americans but were French 
spies. In consequence of the fierce 
hostility of the Moors at Fez to every­
thing French, these brave pioneers of 
Christianity in Morocco were event­
ually, compelled to abandon their work 
in that city and are now travelling 
across the country, bound for Tan­
gier. Hopes are entertained that they 
may have reached Alcazar Ceguez in 
safety on Saturday, but all communi­
cation witlf the interior being sus­
pended, tidings of the ^piericans are 
awaited with ânxiety.

Fear Raid. '
Paris, Sept. 3.—The cabinet ministers 

at their meeting last night considered 
the situation at Tangier. Owing to the 
withdrawal of the troops of the Sultan 
Abdul Aziz, the foreigners there fear 
that they are at the mercy of Raisull. 
who, they believe, could easily raid the 
city.

The action taken by the cabinet in 
the matter has not been announced.

Premier Clemenceau is quoted in an 
interview ac saying that the ministers 
generally discussed the situation in 
Morocco so as to be better prepared at 
the proper time to meet certain diffi­
culties.

Alberni, Sept. 3.—The announcement 

that construction work on tlie railway 
extension to Alberni had actually start­
ed has given a fresh impetus to busi­
ness and real estate' transactions in 
this neighborhood. Last week saw the 
opening of a branch here of the Royal 
Bank of Canada, and it is expected 
that next week a branch of the Can­
adian Bank of Commerce will also be 
established.

There has been an increased demand 
for real estate at better prices, 
property sold a few months ago by E. 
D. Folwell has changed hands to a 
gentleman from Brandon, who will 
shortly return here to take up his resi­
dence. The consideration is said to be 
in the neighborhood of $6,000, a very 
substantial rise in values in that period. 
The general store and bakery long oc­
cupied by C. F. Bishop—has been sold 
to a syndicate represented by M. Tebo, 
for $2,500. A twenty-acre tract suit­
able for fruit, close to the Beaver creek 
road and forming part of the old Tink- 
ley farm, has been sold to an Investor 
from Winnipeg, and various other 
smaller transactions have taken place.

The council 
in a body realized at that time that 
additional equipment for the brigade 
was necessary in order to insure im­
munity from serious fires, but it was 
left to the wardens to work out the 
details in conjunction with Fire Chief 
Thomas Watson.

New York, Sept. 3:—The police be­

lieve a second Joann Herch has been 
discovered in Henry Hoffman, the burg­
lar who was killed while attempting 
to rob Chas. Starrell’s flat early last 
Friday morning. The police on Satur­
day declared that Hoffman was the 
"murderer of Sophia Beckler, a servant 
girl found dead August 3rd, and to­
night the police announced belief that 
he also murdered Mrs. Lena Schum, 
who was killed in Brooklyn August 
20th. The detective who has been at 
work on the Schum case is positive 
that Hoffman killed the two women. 
Among the jewelry found in the room 
Hoffman had occupied Tor some time 
before he died were a pair of earings 
which were to-day positively identified 
by Miss Minnie Springer, a young wo­
man who formerly lived with Mrs. 
Schum, as Mrs. Schum’s property. The 
jewelry was later identified by 
Jno. Schum, the murdered 
sister-in-law. Hoffman’s method, like 
that of Herch, the police say, was to 
make acquaintance of women of his na­
tionality and by pretending a desire to 
marry them, secure the opportunity of 
robbing, and if necessary, killing them. 
Hoffman entered the Starrell flat last 
Friday morning and attempted to kill 
the entire Starrell family by turning on 
the gas.

CONSTRUCTION OF TWIXT LAW GIVERS
DOMINION STATIONS Left Letter Saying She Had Re­

ceived Call to Die Like 
Joan of Arc.

OF THE PROVINCE
To His Worship the Mayor and Board of 

Aldermen:
Gentlemen : Your fire wardens’ commit­

tee having cbnstdered the undermentioned 
subject, beg to report and recommend as 
follows:

Your committee having taken into con­
sideration the report of the recent fire 
inquiry, with a view of providing better 
fire protection and means of reaching 
fire more quickly at the outset, are of the 
opinion that it is necessary that motor 
apparatus be secured, and that in order 
to give better fire protection to the Work 
Estate, Rock Bay and Burnside portions 
of the city a brick fire hall should be 
erected in that locality. Your committee 
would therefore recommend that a by-law 
be placed before the ratepayers to raise 
the sum of $15,000 for the following pur-

1. To purchase one Merryweather petrol 
motor double cylinder chemical engine, at 
a cost of $7,250.

2. One motor runabout capable of carry­
ing four men and hose, at a cost of $1,750.

3. To erect and purchase site for brick 
fire hall In the vicinity of Douglas street 
and Burnside road, $6,000.

Your committee having granted Chief 
Watson leave of absence to attend the 
annual convention of fire chiefs, to be 
held at Centralia, Ore., commencing Sept. 
13th, would recommend that the sum of 
$50 be voted for his expenses.

New Aids to Navigation Will Be 
Available in Six Weeks 

Time.

Casus Belli Between Local Judges 
to Come Before Department 

of Justice.Montreal, Sept. 4.—Believing that 
Christ had ordered her to die like Joan 
of Arc, Mrs. Joseph Lalonde, 46 years 
of age, residing at St. Lazare, a few 
miles from Vaudrieul, went up on a 
nearby hill and built a funeral pyre 
and burned herself to death.

Mrs. Lalonde spent seyeral hours 
gathering fence rails and logs on her 
own farm, preparing for her immola­
tion. After she had the huge pile of 
wood ready she sat down and wrote 
several letters in which she stated 
that she had decided to respond to the 
call of God. She placed the letters in 
her hat on the limb of a tree near the 
scene of the tragedy. She had taken 
the precaution to bring plenty of 
matches with her. She then removed 
her clothing and hung it also on the 
Ilntbs of a tree which shadowed the fa­
tal bonfire.

This tragic affair took place just 
when high mass wlas being said In the 
village church and the discovery wal 
not made until after the- congregation 
had been dismissed.

During the servîtes, however, the 
flames from the fire reflected through 
the windows of the little chNirch, but It 
was not thought to be anything -more 
than rubbish burning.

After the services an investigation 
Was made and the charred remains of 
Mrs. Lalonde were found lying a few 
yards from the burning timbers. She 
was apparently unable to stand the 
frightful ordeal and had jumped out 
of the fire after she had been fatally 
burned. She was found lying face 
downwards with the grass held tight­
ly In both hands.

The body was taken to the late home 
here. Her several small children, were 
terrified at -the sight when she was re­
moved to her home.
^_.Jos. Lalonde died about six months 
ago,"and since that time the poor wo­
man has been acting strangely, but it 
was never thought by the neighbors 
that she contemplated such an act.

Coroner McMahon went out, and af­
ter holding a thorough inquiry, de­
cided that the woman killed herself 
while of unsound mind.

It is expected that the wireless tele­

graph service, now being installed on 
the coast by the marine and fisheries 
department of the Dominion govern­
ment, of which the Hon. W. Temple- 
man is acting minister, will be avail­
able, in part at least, within six 
weeks.

The trouble which has arisen in the 
Supreme court of this province, and in 
which the principal ^ actors are the 
Chief Justice and Mr. Justice Martin, 
is to go |o Ottawa for adjustment, the 
executive council of the province .hav­
ing declined either to repeal rule 1,043, 
or to refer the same to the Supreme 
court of the province for a decision as 
to its validity or constitutionality.

The whole matter, although it reach­
ed an acute stage through failure to 
obtain a quorum of judges in the Han­
sen appeal case, has really been before 
the executive council of the province 
for many months.

The rock of difference between the 
two judges lies in the rule of court just 
quoted, which reads as follows:

"It shall be the duty of the Chief 
Justice, and in case of his absence from 
the province, or of a vacancy in his 
office, then of the senior puisne judge 
to arrange and provide for, any and all, 
sittings of the court, whether civil or 
criminal, regular or special, appellate, 
or of first instance, and to assign such 
sittings, or any cause, matter, or ap­
peal, to such judge, or judges, as may, 
in his opinion, be necessary or proper, 
and generally to control and direoâ the 
business of the court, Including sittings 
in Chambers, and it shall be the duty 
of the other judges to hold such sit­
tings, or to hear such cause, matter, or 
appeal, or to carry out such directions, 
as the case may be.”

As is not well known, Mr. Justice 
Martin holds thià rule to be an. in- 
frfngment of the independences of the 
judges, and of their powers as derived 
from the Governor-General in Council. 
The Chief Justice, on the other hand, 
regards it as a necessary rule to insure 
the smooth working of the details of 
judicial work. The former has repeat­
edly appealed to the local government, 
which promulgates the rules, to either 
repeal this particular section, or per­
mit it to be taken to the Supreme court 
of the province. .

The preliminary work, embracing the 
construction of stations and the intro­
duction of the initial plants, is reported 
by Mr. Morse, the superintendent, to 
be well under way. The staffs, guys 
and other material for the Point Grey 
establishment will be shipped by the 
steamer Cascade, probably to-day, and 
construction work at Pachena Point, 
Estevan Point, Shotbolt’s Hill and Cape 
Wago is being advanced as rapidly as 
circumstances will permit. It is prob­
able that the station at Victoria will 
be the first in operation, and that the 
Point Grey establishment will be open 
for business very shortly afterwards.

Although these wireless stations are 
planned primarily as aids to navigation, 
it is not unlikely that they will be 
made available for general purposes of 
intercommunication between sea and 
land, although Mr. Morse says that this 
will be a matter of subsequent arrange­
ment with the government through the 
department of marine and fisheries.

There are innumerable cases conceiv­
able, aside from the urgency of vessels 
which have lost their bearings in foggy 
or stormy weather, where such a com­
munication would constitute an ines­
timable boom, and to which it is not 
unlikely the advantage of the system 
will be extended. But it is 
mariners particularly, as an additional 
safeguard against mishaps that the ad­
vent of the new service will be especi­
ally welcomed. Mr. Morse thought it 
safe to say that had the wireless sys­
tem been available in the case of the 
Valencia, for example, that disaster 
would have been prevented. 
zAs soon as the preliminary construc­
tion of stations is completed the tele­
graphic equipments will be put in. In 
this service the Shoemaker apparatus, 
which comes with a guarantee by its 
makers, and has been very extensively 
and successfully used by the Ameri­
can navy, will be installed. The battle­
ship Charleston, which recently visited 
Esquimalt harbor, was equipped with 
this system, and has proved its effici­
ency on numberless occasions. Mr. 
Morse says that this apparatus was 
selected by the government after the 
most careful investigation, with a view 
to securing the most reliable and effec­
tive work.

The small run-a-bout is to be 
used by the fire chief in getting to fires, 
and, in addition to furnishing a speedy 
conveyance for him, it carries three 
firemen and a small chemical apparatus 
sufficient to quell an incipient blaze.

In respect to the §re hall, which it 
it proposed to erect in the vicinity of 
Douglas street and Burnside road, the 
city officials are of the opinion that 
the present location of the fire halls 
makes it a hard matter for the brigade 
to reach fires in the north end of the 
city in good time. It is stated that the 
flre-hall would add greatly, not only to 
the value of the brigade as a fire­
fighting force, but to the general ser­
vice rendered by it.

No provision is made in the report for 
drivers who will have the necessary 
knowledge of motor mechanism to drive 
the motor-engines, and it is expected 
that no report on this matter will be 
made until the by-law has been before 
the ratepayers for them to pass on.
