The Dominion Government’s admin-
istration is, very naturally, judged in
Northumberland County by the atti-
tude it assumes towards our fishermen.
The reason is because it is the fishery
interest that chiefly concerns our peo-
ple in their relations with the govern-
ment. They are passive under the ex-
actions and hardships imposed upon
them by the uational policy, because,
for the time, they accept the theory of
the Ottawa ministry that it was neces-
sary to violate the assurances given
them in respect of the tariff at-the time
of confederation, in order to develop the
independent national life of the Do-
minion. They are willing to be called
Liberal-Conservatives in that connec-
tion, but they are not satisfied that in
the practical working out of the nation-
al problem, they should also be insolent-
ly deprived of their local rights and
privileges, which they have enjoyed

of the country. They are thoroughly
faroused to the fact that the policy of
the Figheries “Department, which has
always aimed to deprive them of their
privileges, is more subversive of their
rights usder the present minister than
ever it was before. They believe him
to be entirely out of sympathy with
them and their affairs. They know, to
their cost, tirt he is ignorant of facts
and conditions which, if he cared to in-
form himself of them, would lead him
to different conrses from those taken by
him, and they will, therefore in future
oppose any government that will main-
tain one so antagonistic to them in the

Money can be found by the govern-
ment for other public services, but
niggardly expenditure is a characteristic
of the Fisheries Department in the imn-
portant matter of guarding our North
Shore rivers. To save necessary expendi-
ture for guardianship. Mr. Tupper has
deprived the up-river fishermen of the
Miramichi—the second largest river of
eastern Canada—of the privilege of sal-
mon-fishing, which they and antecedent
generations have always enjoyed. This
means that the present government—
through its Minister of Fisheries—is
unwilling to . spend the paltry amount
necessary to provide efficient guardian-
ship, but has substituted therefor a system
of prohibition—of depriving the people of
the country of their natural and time-
honored rights—by which it is madea
penal offence to take a few of the salmon
whizh providence sends them every year,
as they and their forefathers did 'long be-
fore they had confederation,or the nation-
al policy, or Ottawa encroachments upon
their rights, and consequent depriva-
tions and hardships began to drive
them and their families from the country.

Itisa sign that the old spirit of the
County is not suppressed - and vitiated,
when our people are turning from existing
party allegiances and determining to
more fully assert their rights. The old
fight that was waged against Mr. Mit-
chell’'s attempted confiscation of the
riparian rights of the Crown as represent-
ed by the Local Government and people
of New Brunswick, and that against the
Mackeunzie Government, when it attempt-
ed its prohibitions of smelt and sglmon-
fishing in certain waters of the North
Shore, must be waged again, for as
“‘eternal vigilance is the price of liberty,”
80 is the resistance of these Ottawa en-
croachments upon our time-sanctioned
fishing privileges, a paramount duty of
our people, in their own interest and that
of those who follow them. Minister Tup-
per will have to learn that regulations
which may be right for waters with which
he and his advisers are acquainted are
absurd when applied to the Miramichi.
He must also learn that although it may
seem to him more-easy to prohibit than
regulate, he must not prohibit by whole-
sale as he has done. If he will not learn
these lessons, the government of which
he is a member will, at the proper time,
have reason to regret that a wiser man
had not been their Minister of Fisheries.

Will somebody rise and explain the
object of the Fisheries Department in
studding off Chatham harbor with piles
that would do excellent service in build-
ing a breakwater, or in the erection of
that Neguac whari, for which it was al-
leged a grant was made during the
last session of parliament. It is,of course,
% discouraging for our people to be de-
prived of their fisheries, but there is a
grotesque feature in the staking off of
the harbor and creating dangerous ob-
_structions to navigation, as was done
by -order of the Minister of Marine and
Fisheries as a Christmas remembrance
to our people. The circumstances lead
ing to the operation ave of interest, as
showing what an advantage it is to
have a misister at Ottawa who imagines
that no amount of igaovance, indiffer-
ence or neglect of duty will be resented
by those whose interests he sacrifices
and whase very liveliliood he deprives
It was on tlis wise: Facts
which would have convinced any com-
petent public administrator of the

ple’s fishing to them, (were Leing pre-
gented to the Minister of Fisheries
and, in the mgantime, smelt-net poles
—which are really pilss from forty to
fifty feet in length-—were diiven into
the river-Lottom, some of which, at
least, were used in fishing operations,
After the Minister was in possession of
ail the facts, he came to the conclusion
that his officers, the people interested
and everybody else were in ervor, and
the best use he could make of
their petitions to him would be to
show, by utterly ignoring them, what a
superior kind of person he ia. He had
two things in his favor. He was Min-
ister of Fisheries and also Minister of
Marine. That meant unlimited power.
Had he been only Minister of Fisheries
he could not, in venting his giager-pop
spleen upon our people, create obstruc-
tions to navigation, but, being a kind
of double-barrelled blunderbus, he firal
away with & recklessness only equalled
by his indifference to consequences.
Determined to impress ys a3}l with the
power of his authority, he issued his

go forth and destroy. It happened,
however, owing to the prohibitions im-
posed upon our fishermen, that there

| wasn’t much to destroy, which aceonnts,

no doubt, for the uusparing character
of the onslaught made upon the Mira-
wichi net-poles with the departmental
axe. The hewing in pieces of Agsg
and the destruction of the
cherry tree by Waushington ~with ljs
little hatchet were effete performances
sompared with the operations of Minis-
ter Tupper’s men as they razed the
smelt-poles to the level of the river ice.
When the navigation season opens the
joe boats .will come up-river, and as
their bottom-planks are pierced by the
upward-pointing stumps of the behead-
ed smelt-poles, they will fill and sink.
It will be bad for the navigation of the
river but the Minister will have the
consolation of knowing that he thus
demonstrates his important existence
and authority, and will have a few less
boats claiming the-fishery bonnty. We
shall also have our steambont propellers
broken, anchors fouled and other mis-’
haps occurring which, of ‘course, won’t
cost the Minister of Fighgries anything,
although it will be rough on those
whose property be will bave been the
means of destroying. Some of the
pilots are looking for augurs with
which to bore holes in - the centre of
the -obstructing stumps’ for dynamite
cartridges, so that they mdy blow them
out of the way, but the fishermen have
secured the cartridges and intend to
use them on the next candidate who
comes out in favor of any “government
that has such a Minister of Fisheries as
the present very fresh young man at
Ottawa, who appears to know so little
of our salt water fishes and the rights
of navigation and is so vain of his brief

historical

authority as to manifest it as lhe has
been doing of late.

We observe that Mr, Chapleau, who
was, not long ago, exjected to follow

The country will hardly pat up with
such a shock to its sense of the fitness
of things as Mr. Chapleau’s promotion
would be. If the Dominion Govern-
ment cannot maintain itself without
such f‘conciliations,” wueither can it
survive the odinm of making them.

The Qoean Mail Servies.

St. John had a very large, representa-
tive and harmonious ocean steamship ser-
vice meeting on Tueaday evening of last
week in the Commercial Exchange room,
Pugsley’s building. Every leading com-
mercial and political interest of the city,
was reprasented, and two members of the
Local Government, viz.--Hon. Attorney-
General Blair and Hon. Surveyor-Gener-
al Tweedie were amongst the speakers.
Samuel Hayward, Esq., p:esident of the
Exchange, presiied and had the support
of Geo. Robertson, Ezq., president of the
Board of Trade. There
merchants, ininisters, members of par-
liament and the legislature, and a tone of
sincerity aad earnestness pervaded the
proceelings, with a putting aside, for the
time, of party politics. Woe say, “for the
time,” advisedly, as the city papers have
since carried the subject discussed upon
their usual political snarling-ground, so
that its merits are being thus involved
and, in a measure, lost sight of in the re-
criminating surplassage of these char-
acteristic squabbles.

The meeting was chiefly occupied in
discussing the following resolution: —

Resolved, That while this meeting hearti.
ly approves of the announced determination
of the dominion “government to secure an
improved mail service between Canada and
Great Britain, the Atlantic termini of which
shall be both in summer and winter at Cana-
dian ports, it regards the specitications
under which the tenders are now being called
for as most unjust to tha port of St. John
and the province of New Brupswick, whose
claims to be placed on an eqiaiity with
Halifax and the praviuce of Nova Scotia, in
respect of the subsidized Atlantic service,
are thereby ignored, and it is of opiniou that
the only arrangement just and equitable to
the two proviuces of New Brunswick and
Nova Scotia, and the one most 1n the inter-
est of Canada, is for the dominion govern-
ment to subsidiz> a steamship line from
England ons week direct to Halifax and the
alternate week direct to St. John in the win-
ter mounths.

Mr. Geo. Robertson, president of the
Board of Trade who spoka to the resolu-
lution, contended that St. John was quite
as accessible a winter port as Halifax, and
very truthfully declared it could be enter-
ed at any time, which Halifax could not.
He said: —

The only risk run by vessels coming here
wus that of being detained by snow storms.
Steamers going to Halifax ran the sameisk
of detention, snl in addition to this the
traios with the mai's on board might meet a
snow blockade betwcen Hatifax and St.
John. Steamers had been obliged to lis out-
side of Halifax for daye on account of the
weather, Nosuch thing had oceurred in
St. John. Vessels conld always come in.
St. Joho had three lines of railway connect-
ing it with Montrea!, thé I C. R., the C. P.
R. and the Temisconata. If one was block-
ed up, either of the other twa could be uzel.
Halifax had only the I. C. R. It was cer-
tain that the adoption of St. John would be
beneficial to all Canada, to the steamhsip
company itself and to the C. P. R. Most
of the towns in the interior of Nova Scotia
would be as well servel through St. John
as through Halifax. He was glad to find
that the government were turning their
eves towards the maritime provinces by of-
fering some $750,000 a year for ten years
for a fast live of steamers to carry the mails
between (Janada and the Uunited Kingdom.
He understood that the subsidy would have
to be increased to a million or a million and
a quarter. If by the use of the . C. R. be-
tween this city and Halifax the government
intended,to demonstrate to the steamship
people that the busice s can be done through
that port they were @emonstrating that St.
John was being unjustly dealt with.

Mr. Robertson, doubtlass, did not mean
to attack the arguments of the people who
coatend that as the pzople of Cunada
have built the Intercolonial they should
be willing to pay whatever subsidies are
necessary to induce steamship peopls to
furnish it with traffic, but he succeeded in
doing so when he suggested that the C,
P. R., and Temiscouata might be used
equally with the I. C. R. as the rovte for
mail Moutreal.

St. John, like the rest of the pro-
vince experds too much of its energics
over local differences. While it is wrest-
ling with these, communities in the other
provinces are pulling together and there-
by securing advantages which can only be
obtained by united action. Neither St.
John, nor the province at large . will ever
bein a position to secure adequate con-
sideration at the hands of the federal
authoritics until its best men unite for
that single purpyse. If, however, we
measure the prospect of realising this idea
by the bickering tone of the St. Juohn
pepers, after sthe harmonious meeting of
last week; therelis much to be accomplish-
ed before thosé potent monlders of public
seutiment will ba fit leaders in a crusade

for its rights by a unitad province.

Compared with last year there wasa
large falling off in the amount of new
shipping added to the registry at Sc. John
in 1891. The tigures are: 1890, 24 vessels
of 5,843 tons; 1891, 29 vessels of 4 762
tons. In 1889, 29 vesse!s of 4,267 tons
were added to the registry; in 1888 the
fizures were ouly 18 vesse!s of 2,017 tons.

Shipbuilding continues to decrease in
volume. Not a single square-rigged ves-
ael is in course of constrnction ir the pro-
vince. The tetal number of vessels build-
ing or arranged foris 13 of 1,924 tons,
compared with 24 vessels of 5,903 tons at
this date 11st year, 22 vessels of 6,338 tons
in 1889, and 25 vessels of 4 055 tons in
1888.

The list of vesss!s lost during the year
contains the names of all that were regis-
tered or wholly or partly ownéd in this
province. The total number was 28 of
14,145 tons, Yalued at $234 000 compared
with 31 vesseJs of 10,169 tons valued at
$224,300 in\1890; 40 vessels of 18 706
tons, valued at §229,700, in 1889, and 40
vessels of 17,348 tons, valued at 8555 000,

The dicgese «f Chatham was given for
its first bishop the Rev. Jawes Rogers,
born July 11th, 1826, at Mount Chailss,
County Donegal, Ireland, whence in 1831,
he came, with his paren's to Halifax.
Educated in Sp. Mary's College, in that
i oity, he made his theological course in the
Qrand Scominary of Moutresl, He was
ordained priest by the Most Rev. Wm.
Walah, first Archbichop of Halifax, in S:.
Mary's Cathedral, in that city, July 2ud,
1851. Father Rogera served in various
missigna of the dioczse, Digby, Annapolis,
©amberland, and the [sland of Bermuda,
till, in 1859, he was appoin‘ed secretary
ta Aychbishap Conuully, with a professor-
ship in 8t. Mary's College. Named, on
the 8:h of May, 18G9, first bishop of the
dioesse of Chatham, N. B., he was on the
15th of Augist following, consecrated in
8t. Dunatan's Cathedral, P. E. I. On the
22nd of the samne month, Bishop Rogers
was installed at Chatham, and found him-
self, at once, face to face with epiritual
destitution, material pove:ty, and physical
difficulties, which wauld haye appalled
men of weaker faith and amaller trust in
God. In his sermon on the occasion of

the Silver Jubilee of Bishops Rogers and
Mclntyre, His G:ace the Archbishop of
Halifax, said:

“Twenty-tive years ago, my friends, two
priests in the strength and prime of life
were duly consecrated in the sanctury of
this charch. Legitimate apostolic succes-
sion was theirs, They were placed, not
by man, but by the Holy Ghost, to ruld
the Church of God. The dignity of
episcopal office, and the plentitude of
sacerdotal power were conferred, and all
the grave responsibilities and cares in-
separable from the episcopacy were laid
on their souls. And now that the prime
of life is past, now that physical vigor has
been spent in fulfilling noble duties, now
that years have set theimpress of coming
age on their brows, we,—you my lords
and dear friends, and I—meet together to
celebrate their _ Silver Jubilee, to thank
God for blessings vouchsafed, and to be-
seech a continuance of them. Fer twenty-
five years their lives have been before the
eyes of you all; their work has been pub-
lic; their virtues and infirmities have been
exposed to the keen eye of public criti-
cism. What need of me
