B8ix years ago he flew into a
passion with a gardener and shot him
dead simply because the man, who had
been bending down, rose suddenly, the
Sultan mistaking the movement for a
coming attack.

His Dread Of Poison.

The 8 built tne Yildiz Palace
‘when he e to the throne, and for
years seldom left it except on Fridays
to attend the Selamlik. Until the re-

nt revolution the Sultan practically

ed in one room. He had his meals
*there, and there transacted his official
business.

He rises at five in the morning and
goes to his bath. His cafedji-bachi, or
chief coffee-maker, awaits him there
with a cup of freshiy brewed mocha
and a cigarette. He is a hard-worked
man is the cafedji-bachi, for he has
to follow his master about all day with
a lighted brazier ready to prepare cof-
fee at any moment, and a little flagon
of raki, a bitter herb drink to which
the Sultan is devoted. The Sultan
breakfasts at ten on boiled eggs or an
entree, and dines quietly at four in
the afternoon. -It is a one-course meal
brought up by Kelarjhi, a much-har-
assed offieial. He enters the royal

+ apartment and bows to the monarch.
Then follow three- attendants with a
table, and a tray on which is a dish
covered with a blacK cloth and sealed
with Kelarjhi's seal. Kelarjhi breaks
the seal in frént of the Sultan and re-
veals a dish. This, too, is sealed.

Precautions.

During the years I was an attendant
the Sultan frequently showed his fear
of poisoning. He does not dread the
open assassin, because he always car-
ries a revolver in the folds of his
clothes, and an Eastern dagger, and
being a man of great muscle he could
use the latter well. So when Kelarjhi
opens the dish the Sultan frequently
compels him first to taste the food,
or he will throw a fragment to one of
the dogs lying on the gold thread
cushions about the roof. I remember
a curious episode that happened a few
years ago. The Sultan, instead of or-
dering Kelarjhi to taste the food,
turned to one of the . attendants—a
young Circassian—and ordered him to
do so. Believing he was suspected of
trying to poison the monarch, the at-
tendant was paralyzed.by fright. He
put out his hand towards the dish and
then withdrew it. The Sultan took
this to be an exhibition of fear. He
went livid, and from his maroon tunic
pulled out his revolver, Then, for
some reason or other he replaced it,
but before sunset the Circassian had
beewn e=eruted.

The Dread of Night.

The Sultan’s dread of the coming of
night is terrible to behold. It is not
that he fears the assassin, but he is
the victim of insomnia, and when he
does sleep it is to be the prey of
nightmare. His bedroom is a small
room, smaller than you would be giv-
en at a good hotel, but it has a _most
marvellous door. It is inlaid froh top
to bottom with mother-of-pearl, and
took two years to execute. Inside this
door is a small aperature and then
anothér door. Tn this aperture an
attendant sits after the Sultan has
gone to bed and reads aloud—general-
ly from French novels. Outside the
first door is a general who receives
£40 a week and a colonel, who gets
'£30, besides a guard. They tramp up
and down throughout the night. The
Sultan cannot rest until he hears their
footsteps on the hard wood floor. The
corridor is In almost perfect darkness,

The erring Minister
was covered with ccnfusion but his
execruble ture had saved him.,

The Great Assassin.

The late Mr. Gladstone spoke of
him as “the greatest assassin,” and
oceans of ink have been spilt in revil-
ing him as a tyrant; but, in spite of
all this, he is said” to be a man of
rare charm and enlightment. He is
8 very hard worker, as he likes to
personally attend to all important af-
fairs of State; but he has managed to
find time to interest himself in many
pursuits not generally associated with
Turk. He is very fond of music and
the drama, and spends large sums
of money on various pet animals,
Photography, French literature and
motoring are also among his diver-
sions; but he cannot do much-of the
latter as he seldom dares to venture
outside the precincts of his palace,

Afraid for Life.
TLike most autocrats, Abdul goes
about in hourly fear of assassination
and it is on this account that he will
never sleep in the dark. His con-
stant dread of death has made him a
prey to insomnia and he does not of-
ten sleep for more than three or four
hours at a time. It is said to cost
him nearly £200 a night to have his
bedroom guarded, for the attendants
entrusted with this important mis-
sion are all tried retainers who re-
ceive princely salaries for their work.
Many are the ruses adopted by the
Sultan to escape from would-be assas-
§ins. In one of the ante-chambers
leading to his private apartments is
placed a life-sized figure of his Ma-
jesty, for the purpose of misleading
any prowling revolutionary who might
happen to penetrate thus far.

A Sharp Check.
All powerful though he be, even the
Sultan of Turkey has sometimes found
an edict to miss fire, and the follow-
ing little story is an illustration in
point. Abdul II, once paid particular
attention to a young Circassian lady,
but, to his great chagrin, she did not
respond to his advances.. When she
was asked the reason for her coldness
she replied she did not like men who
wore beards. Later on, it reached
the Sultan’s ears that she had married
one of the members of his suite who
happened to be clean shaven, where-
upon he imediately gave orders that
all higattendants should grow beards.
Shortly afterwards the Circassian lady
happened to be in the presence of he r
sovereign, and to his great surprise,
she thanked him for his ediet.
“Thanks to your Majesty's orders,”
she said, “I have now become quite
reconciled to a beard, the more so as
it suits my husband to perfection.”

Bossed By Mother.

The Sultan is the most dreaded au-
tocrat in Europe, but in his own har-
em his importance is not so great, for
there his mother, who still lives and
is known by the name of Valide, is all-
powerful. The Valide possesses the
right of life and death over women
of the harem, and there are very few
instances in which the Sultan has
dared to save a favorite from a pun-
ishment ordered by “the Crown of
Veiled Heads.”

awakening of Turkey will be as far
reaching in its results as that of Ja-
pan.”

The first official Turk who advoca-
ted reform was Raoul Mahmoud Ef-
fendi, who was the first Ottoman Am-
bassador to be accredited to England,
about a century ago. While residing
in London, Raoul regularly sent re-
ports on the British system of gov-
ernment to the Sublime Porte, and
on the accession of Sultan Mahmoud
II, (*“Mahmoud the Reformer”) to the
throne he was invited to return to
Constantinople and assist in the work
of reorganization and reform. The
spendthrift policy of Sultan Abdul
Aziz and the continual growth of the
Ottoman public debt, together with
the disorganized state of Turkish f-
nances at the period, again brought
the question of reform to the front,
and when Abdul Aziz was deposed
and subsequently assassinated, and
Murad II, placed upon the throne, it
was felt that the epoch of reform and
progress had begun.

Unfortunately, Murad was a weak-
ling, a born poet, but nd Sovereign.
In three months after his enthrone-
ment he was deposed and imprisoned
for life.

Under The Present Ruler.

Murad was succeeded by the pres-
ent Sultan and at first the prospects
of reform again appeared bright. Ab-
dul Hamid II, desired, with all the ar-
dour of youth, to see his country
marching on the path of progress, and
in 1877 he approved and issued a Con-
stitution to his country. The Turkish
Parliament, instead of following its
legitimate function of advising and
legislating, began attacking and en-
deavoring to interfere with the prero-
gatives of the Crown. The result was
friction, and the Sultan cut the Gor-
dian knot by dissolving the Parliament
and proceeding to rule without its help
or interference.

Reformers Disagree.
The Opposition or Reform Party
was then split up into various sec-
tions, each one working for its own
ends. There were the “Yeni Turk-
hlar,” or “New Turks,”’; the “Roumi”
or Greeks, whosé real object was to
make the task of government by the
Turks impossible, in the hope that the
Hellenic kingdom would be extended;
the Armenians whose desire was to
secure autonomy for Armenia and the
splitting up of the Ottoman Empire;
and the Arabs, who maintain that the
Caliph should be of the blood of the
Prophet and be chosen from the tribe
of the Koreish. Several other and mi-
nor groups also fought, each for their
own hands. No wonder, then, when
the Sultan saw his people thus divided
among themselves, and the imminent
danger of his Empire falling to pieces,
that he said, “A plague on all your
houses,” and decided to play the game
in future “off his own bat.”

Tamper With Army.
At first the members were all civi-
lians or persons who had been in the
service of .the Government, and who
had been obliged to flee from Turkey;
but soon others were enrolled in large
numbers, and then the army was
tampered with, and here was found a
field ripe for the acceptance of the
programme. It does not require much
argument to convince a man whose
pay is in arrears for over 12 months
that something is wrong and requires
remedying. Thus the’ rank and file
of the army were won to the cause,
and the officers also gave in their
adhesion. So rapidly has the move-
ment spread within the last three
vears that in Salonica it is said that
seven of every ten Moslems be-
longed to the society, and that in Con-
stantinople and district there were
100,000 members.
The “Young Turks” had their
agents in the custom houses, in the
Teskereh and passport offices, and
among the police; and men who had
been condemned to death or to im-
prisonment in a fortress for life, and
who had fled from Turkey, returned
in disguise to their native land, bring-
ing messages and receiving informa-
tion, and then withdrawing themselves
to Switzerland, Paris, or London, as
occasion required.

all proper functionaries and the cost
of the maintenance of both army and
navy on an effective footing. New
sources of revenue will be found. it is
believed, in the exploitation of the
mineral wealth of the country, and
probably no place in the world is
richer in minerals than Turkey. Cop-
per, iron, lead, chrome, arsenic, as-
bestos, magnetite, nickel, antimony,
silver, and gold are to be found. There
are workable seams of lignite in Rou-
melia and virgin forests in Anatolia,
In future all subjects of the empire,
Jews, Christians and Moslems, will
be called upon to serve as soldiers,
and it is calculated that this will add
in a few years quite another million
of trained men to the army.
. Meanwhile the Committee of Pro-
gress and Reform is not ceasing from
its labors. Each member now has a
card of membership with his name
and number inscribed thereon and the
muhir, or official seal, impressed upon
the same,

Conservatives Back Sultan.

The old ofticials at once ranged
themselves on the side of the Sultan
and incessantly instilled it into his
mind that the reformers were really
trying to subvert his authority, estab-
lish a Republic and drive him from
the throne. Those who assisted in the
deposition of Sultan Abdul Aziz were
denounced as accessories to his assas-
sination, and gradually one by one
were removed from office and from po-
wer. Measures were taken under the
advice of the Ministers of the Crown
and the palace intriguers until Turkey
became subject to a despotism and a
tyranny which reminded one of the
days of the Star Chamber in England.
And, finally, a system of espionage
was established and maintained which
became absolutely intolerable,

Abdul Out of Touch With Empire.

To his credit, be it said, Abdul Ha-
mid had no conception of the actual
slate of affairs in his Empire. His
immediate entourage took good care
to prevent anyone who wauld be like-
Iy to tell him the truth, ever getting
near him.
