Canal, communication between Eu­
rope and Asia was settled. The com­

That is the foundation 
of the Monroe doctrine, and if we 
now invite the great military pib 
of Europe to join us in this purely 
American aft ah we shall simply ab­
rogate the Monroe doctrine.

In the matter of technical education 

he suggested the formation of a For­
est Institute, where results of experi­
ment and research might be present­
ed by the increasingly more numerous 
members of the forestry profession.

Speech of a Firebrand.
Detroit, Mich., Jan. 19.—"Japan 

could seize Seattle. Tacoma, Portland 
and Bremerton government navy yard, 
five great transcontinental railways, 
fortify the mountain passes and have 
an empire upon which 
the United States could get 76,000 
troops to the Pacific Ocean,” declar­
ed Representative W. E. Humphrey, 
of Washington, in an address at the 
annual banquet of the Lake Carriers’ 
Association here tonight The lneffl- 
ency of the United States merchant 
marine was the subject of Mr. Hum­
phrey's address. He said in part:

“The nations of the earth know our 
condition and they know that we are 
utterly unprepared for war. They 
know that our army is too small, that 
our navy to practically helpless be­
cause we have no merchant vessels 
as an auxiliary.

“In case of contest we need for 
transport 260 vessels. We have not in 
both oceans combined, 200 vessels fit 
for this purpose. We are more help­
less today than was Russia at the be­
ginning of the war with Japan.

“I do not prophesy a war with Ja­
pan. It would be a crime against hu­
manity. But the only guarantee of 
peace on the Pacifie Ocean Is to be 
prepared for war.
