minister of railways in not arranging
for a station in the City of Quebec.
T'he opposition leader asked if the G
T. P, was interested in the project for

a union station in Quebec as the
changes in the arrangements had, he
thought, been made without the con
sent of that railway although the rail
way would he bound by them. He de-

fended the action of the senate in kil
ling the highways bill and passing on
to-the consideration of the naval aid
bill said the fact that no reference
to naval aid legislation was made in
the speech from the throne showed
-—_Ahat the government party was not
even united upen it. He declared that
there was no emergency but that the|
government’s bill of last session had
been one of expediency.

Sir Wilfrid drew a gloomy picture
of conditions in Canada and claimed
that Hon. Mr. White's optimistic ex-
pressions were not justified as bu=-
nesses were closing down and reduc
ing their staffs. One hundred thousand
men were out of work in the chief
cities of (anada. At the same time
prices had been advanced, On the sub-
Ject of the cost of living he said that
Hon. Mr. Crothers had said that high
prices proved the country to be pros
perous. Hon. Mr. Foster had object-
ed to appointing a commission and had
recommended economy and the pay-
ing of greater attention to agriculture
Within a week of Mr. Foster's state
ment, the government had appointed

a commission. While admitting that
Messrs. McDougal, D. Coates and
James, were men of unexceptionable

ability and standing, Sir Wilfrid con-
tended that the work should not have
been committeed to the civil service,
for the high cost of living was partly
due to political causes on which they
could not pronounce. The ministers of

The measure had
been debated at great length, it had
been persistently and defiantly ob-
structed until the rules of the house
had been amended, then the senate
had refused to pass it. There was lit-
tle doubt that if the measure had pas-
sed it would have kad an immense in-
fluence in bringing about a cessation
of the race of rival naval armaments.
The reasons for the defeat of the
bill were not clearly understood in oth-
er countries, and the mischievious
and disloyal act of the senate, was
taken abroad to be a clear intima-
tion to the world that Great Britain
must stand alone in the matter of pro-
viding for her own defense. The pre-
mier quoted from German papers dec-
larations to the effect that the throw-
ing out of the bill meant a heavy and
material loss to Great Britain.

Canada’s Gift, Three Ships.

The Premier declared, amid loud
Conservative cheers, that the govern-
ment was firm in its determination
to provide the three battleships to
strengthen the British fleet as soon
as it was in a position to do so. He
repeated his declaration at the close
of last session to the effect that as
soon as possible a vote would be put
throveh parlioment providing for the
payment for the cost of the vessals,

which Britain was now undertaking
"o construct.

Continuing Mr. Borden dwelt at
some length upon the deciarations of
the First ILord of Admiralty, Mr.

Churchill, made during the past sum-
mer, appealing to Germany and to the

other nations of the world for a
year's raval holiday. He quoted also
a resolution passed by the United

Sitates (ongress on December 8 last,
approving of the suggestion made by
Mr. Churchill. He deplored the im-
mense waste of money in armaments
despite the progres and development
of modern civilization. He trusted
that the day was near when all inter-
national disputes would be settled by
arbitration. But until that day dawa-
ed war n#sist be the last court of ap-
eal, and Canada must do its part to-
ward making secure the heritage of
the British Empire. At the same
time, the weovernment did not want
to do anything that would retard the
beginning of an international naval
holiday.
When the time came that the gov-
ernment was in a position to pass the
vote for the three battleships it would
confer first with Great Britain. If
then a general cessation in building
was contemplated such action as the
situation demanded would be taken.
If the race of naval armament was
still on then, the government would
secure ag speedily as possible the con-
struction of the necessary additional
battleships to strengthen the Imperial
fleet. The opposition sald Mr. Bor-
den maintained that Canada should
not go ahead with the construction of
these ships until the people had been
consulted, but at the same time they
were prepared to adopt a permanent
policy without consulting the people.
‘I pledged my word to the people that
there would be no permanent policy
'wmmut. first appealing to them. That
pledge still holds good and faith will
be kept with the people,’ declared Mr.
Borden.
Sir Wilfrid Laurier had deplored
the entry of the armament trust in
Canada. But was it not Sir Wilfrid
who had himself, last year, advocated
the establishment of an armament
trust in Canada? He had urged the
adoption of a permanent naval policy
which in the course of the next ten
years would cost the country $150,000,
000 and this, without submitting the
matter to the people for decision.
It was true, however, that in the
Chateauguay election he had not put
that part of his policy in the fore-
ground.

High Cost of Living.
Premier Borden quoted from a work

1806 there had been a gradual in-
crease in the cost of living in all
countries, and that opinions differed
as to the cause, In many quarters
it is attributed to waste, such as that
incurred by fire loss and extravagance,
He would remind the leader of the’
opposition, that while the cost of dv-i
ing had decreased between 1890 and
1896, it had increased every Yyear
since but 1907,

Mr. Borden stated that one of the
causes of the increased cost of liv-
ing at the presemt time is the free
entry into the United States of cer-
tain products. and he failed to seel
how this could be remedied by throw-|
ing down all the tariff bars. While
the trusts and combines had been
mentioned as a contributing cause, t
was (o be remembered that they were
more powerful in the United Stales
than in Canada, and if granted access
to Canada would just be as detrimental
to the people.

Premier Borden declared that it was
wrong to presume that the government
was not considering any remedy for
existing conditions; what he would
prcpose would be to make every pos-
sible effort to keep the people upon
the land. He would give the farmers
good roads. Other means would be
along the line of technical education,
co-operation between the producers
and the consumers, and he would find
wider markets for the products of the
country
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o protect their industries the Pre-
would find this policy would be no
more popular with the urban than
with the rural population. The vro-
tection of one industry involved also
the protection of others, if there was
to be any consistency, and the farmers
as well as the manufacturers should
have the benefit of a protective
tariff.

Mr. Borden noted the various fiscal
policies of Sir Wilfrid from the time
of his free trade propaganda of 1914
He challenged Sir Wilfrid's statement
that there were at the present time
100,000 people out’of employment, to
whieh Sir Wiltrid replied: “1 think
I am quite within the mark.”

In the United States, said Mr. Bor-
den, as-well as in' {reat Britain, there
‘were large nmumbdys of men out of
employment. ~Hé quoted The Daily
Iron Age as dtating that 100,000 men
were out of employment alone in the
United States.

In conclusion the Prime Minister
sald: “The government has in mind,
and will continue to have in mind, ex-
isting conditions and we shall con-
tinue to do our duty by the people of
Canada. We are firmly convinced that
any little check in business activity is
but temporary and that the people
have a right to be optimistic and to
believe that the progress in the years
to come will be even greater than it
has been in the past.” (Cheers.)

The Premier concluded by calling
upon his supporters to vote down the
amendment.
