of the general feeling that hard times 
were prevailing, the visitors at the 
big fair have been loosening up as 
freely as usual. The pikers as well 
ae the bidders for trade In the main 
buildings have reported fine business 
at all stages, and the general Impress­
ion that from a flnacial standpoint 
the show will be as good as the do­
minion show several years ago.

H. A. Porter, manager of the fair, 
said last night that he was well pleas­
ed with the attendance and the gener­
al amount of business done. He re­
ported all the space available taken 
up with the exception of one small 
plot In the main floor, which was giv­
en up at the last moment. A large 
card has been secured by the mana­
ger and this will be placed on the 
space that should have been occupied 
by an industrial exhibit 

In the grounds the crowd seemed 
orderly and well managed. The police 
to far have had little trouble with 
am y one but they have had much work 
in\ keeping the crowds properly regu­
lated. So far no serious accidents 
have been reported and pickpockets 
and other light fingered persons have 
been practically a minus quantity.

All the attractions were In full 
swing yesterday and the fireworks 
last evening attracted everyone in the 
grounds. About twelve thousand peo­
ple passed through the turnstiles yes­
terday and all seemed bent on get­
ting rid of at least part of their accu­
mulations of wealth.

Young men from the country dis­
tricts were prominent among the 
booths in the pike and It was also no­
ticed that many of the city chaps 
were also being initiated Into the 
mysteries of the tents and other 
places of- amusement. All took what­
ever was coming with good grace and 
there were few to complain that value

superior or with at least equal num­
bers as the Germans, evidently have 
begun the offensive. At least 3,000,000 
men are engaged and as the centre of 
the Allies lies on the plains, of Chalons 
true to many prophecies, another Ar­
mageddon may take place where At­
tila, surnamed "the ecourge of God,” 
was defeated by the Visigoths and Ro­
mans in the bloodiest battle In the 
world's history. On these plains hun­
dreds of years latter, Napoleon con­
ducted the most brilliant offensive 
campaign of his career. The French 
soldiers will also not be allowed to for­
get that on this field a French army 
fought a victorious action after its 
commander had surrendered hts 
sword.

Logically, a great and decisive bat­
tle ought to be under way from Paris 
to Verdun, -but the veil of secrecy and 
the meagreness of the official com­
munication -precludes possible predic­
tions regarding the nature of the en­
gagement proceeding in the western 
war theatre.

Paris, Sept 9.—The Germans' pro­
gress seems to have been too rapid 
and too precipitate In Its eagerness to 
get to the gates of Paris, for they ar­
rived out of breath and to all appear­
ances out of ammunition, which may

London, Sept. 9—News from Aus­
tria Indicates that the dual monarchy 
-Is in grave danger of internal troub­
les. while her military situation is 
fdally becoming worse. The latest 
Russian success, the capture of the 

; fortress of Nicolaieff, about twenty- 
live miles southwest of Lemberg, is 
almost as great a feat as the taking 
of Lemberg itself. The place is not 
only strongly fortified., but it was be­
lieved to be virtually unassailable, 
owing to the fact that it was sur­
rounded by marshes extending for 
twenty-five miles.

One of the most strong features of 
the Austrian misfortunes is the fact 
of the growing uneasiness in Rouma­
in la and other Balkan states. Monte­
negro and Servie already are engag­
ed against Austria and have taken the 
offensive. Roumania also is hungry 
■for territory, and is said to be ready 
at. any moment to throw her 200,000 
veteran troops against Austria. An­
other brilliant success along the bor­
der by the troops of Emperor Nicho­
las is almost certain to unite the Slav 
states of southeastern Europe to her 
cause.

Russia evidently has again begun 
her advance along the east Prussian 
frontier, the Russian vanguard being 
reached today sixty miles beyond Koe- 
nlngsberg.

of Commons this afternoon, C. Roberts, one of the 
under secretaries of the colonial department, read a message from the 
Viceroy of India which said that the rulers of the Indian native states, 
nearly seven hundred In number, had, with one accord, rallied to the 
defense of the empire with personal offers of services, as well as the 
resources of their states.

One India chief, seventy years old, has demanded the right to 
render military service, along with his nephew, a youth of sixteen, 
who is now with the expeditionary force. Offers of troops, horses, 
money and even Jewels had rolled In, the Viceroy said. The Dalla Ll­
ama of Tibet had offered a thousand soldiers to aid the empire, and 
thousands of Llamas were praying daily for the success of the British 
forces and for the repose of the souls of the dead.

The house was deeply moved by this message, and Its reading 
was greeted with cheers upon cheers.

A day at the St. John exhibition has 
many delights and the visitor should 
be sure that be sees everything offered 
for his inspection and amusement. In 
order to thoroughly “do” the show one 
should start out early in the morning. 
After leaving the car, the trolley not 
the auto, at the corner of Sydney and 
Brittain streets, one's ear is assailed 
by the strident tones of a hardy gurdy 
which is grinding out its music unhesi­
tatingly. Further along one is asked 
to buy lemonade or other reire&hing 
beverage and a chance to hit the coon 
may also be secured. Passing along 

the entrance to the grounds one 
notes the bunting and flags on the 
dome of the main building and the dec­
orations of the lower buildings at the 
entrance. If it is the intention to pay 
one’s way a ticket must be secured 
from one of the little peek holes in the 
wall, but on presenting a bill In pay­
ment the ticket is refused and a trip 
must be made to the change window. 
As it is still only nine o’clock the 
crowd has not become inconvenient 
but before the ticket window ig reach­
ed again several venders of different 
commodities offer theif wares. These 
tickets are finally secured and a break 
made for the turnstiles where the dif­
ficulty of selecting the particular point 
of entry caused another slight delay. 
Perhaps, however, one is lucky enough 
to have a pass. In that case he walks 
boldly up to the lower end of the entry 
shed and shows his credentials to the 
doorkeeper, who politely punches a 
nole in the ticket and allows one to 
proceed inside. Here a new difficulty 
presents Itself for a stairway of seem­
ingly immense height shows up im­
mediately in front and the mere 
thougUL of the climb causes a pause. 
But a manful determination comes 
along and the steps are negotiated 
without any apparent difficulty. When 
the brow of the ascent is reached the 
main entrance of the building opens 
in front and booths and exhibits as 
well as decorations, to say nothing ot 
a glimpse of the green beyond the 
opposite door are seen.

Washington, D. C., Sept. 9—The 
Russian embassy here today issued 
the following statement;

On September 8, a general engage­
ment continued along the whole of the 
Austrian frontier; in the centre the 
Austrian army is falling back. Near 
Rave Russka a stubborn battle is be­
ing fought with considerable Austrian 
forces. Our troops are also attack­
ing a strongly fortified position at 
Gorodok, west of Lwow. On the left 
bank of the Vistula river our army 
Is developing very favorably.”

London. Sept. 9—A telegram re­
ceived here from Bucharest, Rouma­
nia. says that the Russian victories 
in Galicia over the forces of the dual 
monarchy have aroused the Rouma­
nians to almost fanatic excitement. 
Two hundred thousand Roumanians 
demonstrated yesterday in the streets 
of Bucharest in favor of Russia and 
France.

What a sensation would have been 
created two months ago by th news 
that a BrRtdh expeditionary force had 
suddenly appeared and forced the sur­
render of the German Samoan islands! 
That has now happened ; and yet, 
so greatly overshadowed is It by more 
important and more sensational hap­
penings that the transfer of authority 
at Apia is regarded as worth only- 
four lines of space in most of the 
American newspapers.

The raising of the British flag 
Savait and Upolu Islands in place of 
the German is, however, of great Im­
portance In its baring upon the Paci­
fic situation.

The strategic value of the Samoan 
Islands from the Amertcsn standpoint 
lies in their being about the same dis­
tance as the Hawaiien Islands from 
the Pacific entrance of the Panama 
Canal. Aa distances go in the Pacific 
they are near New Zealand, and the 
sending of an expeditionary force 
from Auckland for their capture was 
a comparatively easy matter. Ger­
many had neither fortifications nor a 
military force at Apia.

The New Zealand expedition, sent 
doubtless at the suggestion of the 
London government, probably had for 
Its first objective the taking over of 
the German wireless stations at Apia 

This is one ot four German wireless 
stations in the Pacific, the other» be­
ing on Nauru, of the Marshall grow; 
on Yap, of the Caroline group, and at 
Rabaul, In Kalier Wilhelmsland, New 
Guinea.

UnlessbGermany ihould be able to
