PURPOSE TO FREE
ITALY OF ILLITERACY
IN FIVE YEARS

By Henry |. Hazelton.

It sounds strange to read that Italy
will be freed of illiteracy in five years;
yet that is the purpose of the scheme
adopted by a little group of the coun-
try's most progressive citizens, It
took only two meetings to enable them
to bury their differences and formu-
late the project which will be put in-
to effect simultaneously in every part
of the country. They found inspira-
tion in the seunse of shame which has
reached every patriotic Italian over
the existing condition of the country,
in the new electoral privileges, the re-
nascent hope of immigration, and
above all the almost Awmerican char-
acter of the relief proposed.

The little country school where all
the spectres of discontent were gather
ed in the chill air of an unheated and
poorly furnished room was abolished

without causing a single pang. It
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hn wedding march was played.
‘A procession of the royal famifly and
peers and peeresses followed, led by
the Duke of Connaught and Queen
Mary, King George ang Queen Mother
Alexandra and former King Manuel
of Portugal and his wife, who was
formerly Princess Augustine Victoria
of Hohenzollern.

The new organization {s simple in
its details and meant to give results
a little business<ike perhaps, but cer-
tainly eflicacious. Every teacher al-
ready employed, or not yet engaged,
and every citizen, who feels able to
teach the rudiments is asked to re-
cuit a minimum of twenty and a maxi-
mum of forty illiterate adults for his
personal instruction. He may obtain
the mayor's vertification of his list
and apply to the mearest school board
to have a school op« ned at public ex-
pense.

After not less than four months the
instructor may ask an examination for
his pupils. If they are able to read
and write and proficient in arith-
matie, the state will pay him a fixed
sum of 200 lire with & ®onus of ten lire
for each pupil passing the simple test.

The scheme is regarded as having
the great merit of enlisting the larg-
est-number of citizens possible in the
i campaign against {lliteracy, and to as-
sure the tax payers a return equal to
the outlay.

The amount needed is not small;
but there can be no doubt about get-
ting it if the results are reasonably

It is felt that this plan continued
for five years would“reach the bottom
of the unleavened mass, even to the
last few, psychologically unable to
learn, The work would become hardr
er both in recruiting and educating as
it descended toward the lowest
classes of the population; but it is
felt certain that the decrease in the
number of iliterates, the perfection of
teaching methods, and the examples

of the benefits of education which
would surrcund the slackers would
eénd finally in bringing them mostly

under right influences and reduce illit-
eracy to a negligible amount.

There is another factor from which
the instructors expect much—propa-
ganda. The committee promoting
the campaign, composed of men in
politics and journalists has set two
objects before itself. Besides obtain.
ing the acceptance of its scheme, and
the means for carrying it out it wishes
to enlist the support of men of every
party and belief who are able in any
way to influence the untutored masses,
and persuade the members to make
the small sacrifice necessary to their
individual and collective welfare.

The Italian Union for Popular Edu-
cation already has obtained the sup-
port of the General Teachers’ Union
on one hand, and of the Confedera-
tion of Labor on the other.  The ef.
fort of other teachers organizations
and of labor, of spiritual preparation
and of inciting propaganda will be
carried out enthusiastically and sys-
tematically.

All feel that there Is mo time to
lose. The war against illiteracy in
children was organized and perfected
in Italy by the law of 1911; and the
time has come to spread the work to
the mass of adults who had passed
school age when the war broke out.
