New York, Dec. 15.—Before nearly 20,300
people jammed into every available corner
of the great Madison Square Ganden, Harry
Klkes, of Glens Falls, N. Y., and Floyd Mc-
Marland, of San Jose, California, the Ameri-
can ‘team, won fthe six days’ international
bicycle race by a wheel's length from Burns
Pierce, of Boston, amd Archie McEachren,
of Toronto, the Canadian team.

Ceaser Simar, of Paris, and Jean Gou-
goultz, of Monte Carlo, the French team,
were a third of a lap away. The distance
covered by the winners was 2,628 miles and
seven laps, this being 104 miles and seven
laps behind the record of Miller and Waller,
made Jast year. Kart Kaser, of Berlin and
Kritz Ryser, of Berlin, fthe Genman team,
wera given fourth place with 2,586 miles and
four laps to their credit. They rctired from
the track @bout itwo hours before the close
of the race,

A. Frederick, of Paris, and Jeam Fisther,
of Paris, ook fifth place with 2,332 miles.
They drew out at 7 o'clock tonight. Franik
Wwaller, of Bostcn, and W. 8. Stinson, of
Boston, gave up just before 3 wo'clock this
mornirg, content with sixth position and
their 2,308 miles end one lap. 0. V. Bab-
cock, of New York, and Louis Gims, of Pitts-
burg, who, after the accidents to d{heir
pantners, rode for an individual score, wers
requested by the management to withdraw
{rom the 'track this afternoon. Babcock ‘was
then at 1,506 miles and one lap, six miles
ahcad of Gimm. ¥From 14 starters the race
had narrowed down to three teams for the
tinal spurt at the cloge. All through the
day the garden was packed and by 8 o’clock
tonight mearly 20,000 people were inside the
great building. It was American, French,
Canadian and ‘German, both in the specta-
torium and on the track.. Every jump of a
rider brought ithe great crowd to their feet
shouting, vyellirg and cheering ‘themselves
hoarse fin their excitement.

At 8 0’clock, Kaser and Ryser having re-
tired, Elkes and McFarland were on equal
terms with Pierce and McEachern for first
place with the Frenchmen, Waller and
Gougoltz, onz lap behtnd amd riding hard.
I'or ®he final spurt McFarland relieved
Klkes, Pierce relieved ‘McBachern and
Gougoultz took up the itrack from Simar.

‘Phree minutes beforz ithe hour cf the closz
of fthe nace fthe pistol announced the timne
for the final effort.

The ‘threce wer: ridiog closely bunched.
Gougoultz wes first to etant out ahead. 1le
set a terrific pace. McFarland was but a
wheel’s length behind the Fremchman and
almost ‘scraping his Tear wheel was Pierce.
In this position the three kept a hurricane
pace for the whole of the last mile. When
the gong sounded the end cf the eighth iap,
pierce made @ desperate effort o spurt
ahead cf McFarland. He was unsuccessful,
although he closed up ‘the gap slightly.
Gougoultz was gradually being over-
neafiled inch by inch. On the
last lap MeckFarland crept aboad with Pierce
after him and the two of them passed over
the tape in that order, Ithe Frenchman but
a fraction of a second behind in the sprint,
but a lap behind im ‘the race. Elkes and Mc-
rarland get $1,500 in cash and ‘the world’s
dnampicnship; Pierce and MocBachern get
$1,000; Simar and Gougoltz $800; Kaser and
Juyser $500; Fischer and Frederick §300; Wal-
ler and Stinson $250; Babcock and Aaronson
$150—in &l $4,500.

Boston, Dec. 16—Sophie Heykel Maloof,
the 18-year-old Syrian girl, who disappear-
ed from her home, 81 Albany street, last
Friday, which was the eve of her intend-
ed wedding to her cousin, Joseph Maloof,
Las not yet been found. Detectives of
Boston, Worcester, Providence and sev-
eral Massachusetts cities, searched Satur-
day and today without obtaining any
trace of her.

Mrs. Maloof, the mother of the missing
girl, is still prostrated and a physician is
in attendance.  Joseph Maloof, who was
to have wedded the girl, threatened to
kill himself twice since Friday night, and
might have carried out his threat had
not relatives and friends watched him
carefully.

Detective Sullivan today investigated a

“theory that Sophie had been induced to

run away and marry a Syrian named
Jabour Nadre. The Maloof family accuse
Mrs. Naszar with having caused the sud-
den departure of Sophie. It was Mrs.
Naszar who was with the young girl when
she tried on garments in a Washington
street store and who told the saleswoman
to deliver the garments to no one but her-

~ The story told in the Syrian colony is
that while Joseph Maloof had been prom-
ijsed the hand of Sophie by her father,
she had another suitor—Jabour Nadre. He
is about - twenty years old, and
has appeared before the footlights
in small theatres in the western part of
the country, but up to recently has been
engaged in business, in Boston.

A Hundred and Twenty of Brabant's Horse

Aliwal North, Cope Colony, Dec. 16—A
party of Brabant’s Horse, consisting main-
ly of rmaw recruits, engaged a superior
force of Boers December 13, near Zastron,
Omange River Colony, losing four Killed,
16 wounded and 120 taken prisoners.

Press Despatch on General Clements’

Disaster.

London, Dec. 17—The Magaliesberg af-
fair is described as follows in a despatch
to the Standard from Rietfontein:

“The scene of the engagement was 4
horseshoe-shaped depression. The North-
umberlands occupied the centre. General
Clements’ camp was pitched 1,000 yards
lower down at the eastern point of the
Tiorseshoe and Colonel Legge’s camp Was
about 800 yards distant. General Delar-
ey’s 1,000 men, against whom General
Clements had fought repeated actions,
were suddenly, unknown to Clements, re-
inforced by 3,000 men from Warm. Bath's,
under Commandant Boyers. -At daybreak
Colonel Legge's pilcket descried what
seemed to be a fresh force of British
troops, 80 yards distant. The strangers
wene challenged. They replied with a
volley, revealing 400 Boers in khaki. The
firing became heavy; and the noise arous-
ed Colonel Legge’s troops, who arrived
just in time to save the outposts from
capture.

“A furious engagement ensued. Artil-
lery was brought up and it compelled the
Boers to retire. Colonel Legge, following
up the withdrawal, was shot dead by @
bullet through his head.

“General Clements and his staff soon
arrived. The staff suffered severely, but
General Clements appeared to have a
charmed life.

“While mounted men were driving the
cnemy back along a slope covered thickly
with Boer dead, a deafening rifle five
suddenly broke on the plateau above. The
signallers heliographed 'that. the Northum-
berlands were being attacked. General
(lements, convinced that they would eas-
ily hold their own, dispersed the remaind-
er of his forces on the flank and rear of
his two camps.

“At 430 a. m. a heliograph from the
western peak announced that the Boers
were about to overwhelm the Kusiliers.
(teneral Clements was unable to send ade-
quate help, but dispatched yeomanry to
¢limb the precipitous hillside and create
a diversion.

“*Before the yeomanry could come into

action, the Boers had _ overlapped the
Northumberlands and were in possession
of the entire horseshoe, fiving down on
the yeomanry, entangled in the bushes
and boulders.
“The Nonthumberlands made a miagni-
cent defence so long as their ammunition
lasted. According to Boer accounts many
even when resistance was hopeless, died
fighting.

“General Clements, now left with 709
men, made superhuman efforts against
the bullets from the Boers pouring over
the peaks and managed to save his guns
and the camp equipment. He retired in
splendid order and, at 4 p. m., started to
march to Rietfontein, fighting a Tear-
guard action all the way and arriving the
next day at 4 a. m.”

Gunners Have Been
Drowned.

Maudrid, Dec. 16—The German training
frigate Gneisonau has foundered oft Mal-
aga, 65 miles east northeast of Gibraltar.
Private despatches say that 40 persons
were drowned.

According to The Naval Pocketbook,
{he Gneisonau, which was built at Dant-
sic in 1879, was an iron vessel sheathed
with wood and had a displacement .of 2,-
856 tons. She was 242 feet nine inches
long and 45 feet 11 inches beam, having a
mean draught of 19 feet nine inches and
w coal capacity of 400 tons. Her speed
was 13 knots, 1er armament consisted of
14 five-inch XKrupp breech-loaders, two 3.4-
inch quick firers and seven torpedo tubes.
Her complement was 461 and she was
u.sed‘fcr training boys.

Tells of 'the Viétoria, Vancouver &
Eastern’s Agreement With the
Great Northern and Grand Trunk
--A Link to the Columbia River
to Be Built.

Vancouver, B. C., Dec. 13.—D. G. Mac-
Donnell, legal adviser for the projected
Victoria, Vancouver & Eastern Railway,
from Vancouver to Columbia River. in
the Kootenay district, makes the follow-
ing statement: “The Victoria, Vancouver
& Eastern Railway has closed an agree
ment with the Great Northern Railway
and the Grand Trunk Railway which will
connect those two systems on the Pacific
coast and in the boundary country on
Columbia  River, respectively, thus com-
pleting an independent transcontinental
line from the Pacific to the Atlantic, from
Victoria to Montreal. Messrs, McKenzie
& Mann, the multi-millionaire contractors
of Toronto, who are financing the scheme,
virtually closed the deal on 'Tnesday, but
a slight hitch has occurred, necessitating
the postponement of the decisive signing
of the signatures until next. Tuesday. 1m-
mediately after mext Tuesday opera-
tions will be commenced.

“Over the projected system passengers
may leave Montreal on the Grand Trunk
and travel to Chicago, where ‘they will be
transferred over the Awerican system of
the Grand Trunk to a peint on the
Columbin. River, where they will again
enter British territory and proceed to
New Westminster and by the Great Nor-
thern to the Great Northern
Victoria Ferry, Ianding at Steven-
ton; or they may save time by goiong
straight to Vancouver and taking the
Vancouver & Steventon Railway, board-
ing the ferry at that point. The project-
ed transcontinental road will be in direct
opposition to Canada’s national highway,
the Canadian Pacific Railway.”

Hospital Attendant.

Ogdensburg, N. Y., Dec. 16—A patient
named Smith, at the St. Lawrence State
Hospital, who was not considered at all
vicious, yesterday made a . most vicious
assault with a knife on an attendant
named Cummings.

Smith was in his room at the hospital,
pacing the floor and muttering; “I'll do
it; Tll do it. The Lord sedt me here to

| punish those who won’t mind Him, and

I’ll do it.”” Not being considered a vicious
fe}low, no especial attention was given
him. In the course of his duties Attend-
ant Cummings passed thro ‘the corri-
dor and saw Smith pacihg “the floor of
his r(:)om and passed on.

Seeing Cummings pass and stop at a
closet for some desired articles Smith
sf:ole up behind him and jumping upon
his back drew his head backwards and
with an old pocket knife stabbed him in
the face. The Dblade entered the left side
of the nose and swung toward the eye,
laying the cheek open. It was a slanting
blow and the pocket knife, striking the
!)one,snapped the blade half off. Still hold-
ing to his victim, the insane man again
struck the broken blade into the attend-
ant’s face and completely encircled his
head, laying open both cheeks, taking off
the lower part of one ear, severing the
muscles and cords leading to the head
and laying bare the base of the skull.
The gash fortunately was too high up on
the head to reach the jugular vein.

.In spite of his injuries Attendant Cum-
mings overpowered the patient and turn-
ed him over to other attendants who came
to his assistants. Over a hundred stitch-
es were necessary to close Cummings’
wounds. Though very weak from the
loss of blood, he will recover, but will
hereafter have a badly scarred face.

Two Laborers the Victims of a Serious
Accidént.

A dynamite explosion with serious re-
sults occurred yesterday afternoon in the
waterworks trenches on Union street,
near the corner of Wentworth. Saturday
afternoon, a charge of the explosive was
set off, and yesterday afternoon the labor-
ers were put to work clearing the loosen-
ed material from the place where the
blast had occurred . Unfortunately one
piece of the dynamite placed in the rock
Saturday, had not exploded and two of
the workmen, Caleb Secord and John -
Campbell, who were working in. the place,
were badly injured in consequence.

The
men working near the spot’ were badly
frightened and then rushed to the place
where the explosion occurred. Campbell 1
and Secord were lying almost unconscious.
Young Campbell, who is about 16 years
of age, had his eyes filled with earth.
Secord, who is somewhat older, was in-
jured about the head and face. The am-
bulance was summoned and the injured
men were removed to the hospital where
their wounds were dressed. At an early
hour this morning the men were’ both -
resting easily, and it is expected that they
will both recover; although young Camp--
bell’s sight may be affected.
