A Trip of Trnals—Perfidious Music—

The Pains and Ferils of the Sea.

I believe there is a Company which ex-
ists for the nefarious purpose of taking
people from New York to Newport by
Jand and sea—that is to say, by rail to
Greenport, and thence by the Jane Mose-
ley to Newport. . » .

My thoughts grew solemn. The green
shores beyond the swelling flood seemed |
farther off than ever.
