Elector at the time of Polling, and before he is admitted to

Poll at the Election shall, if required by the Candidates, or

any one of them take the following oath, that is to say,

1 A. B. do sincerely promise and swear that I will b faith- Qsth to be faken i
ful and bear true allemauce to His Majesty King George thestead of the Oaths
Third, and him will defend to the utmost of my power, (mamst,r‘”“‘”]‘ appoiuted;
all traitorous conspiracies and attempts whatscever, which
shall be made against His Person, Crown or Dignity. And I
will do my utmost endeavour to disclose and make known to
His Majesty and His Successors, all treasons and traitorous
conspiracics which I shall know to be against him or any of
them—So help me God! or being one of the People called
Quakers shall, if required as aforcsaid, solemuly aftirm the
eifect of the said oath; which oath or affirmation the Sheriff
or any sworn Clerk duly appointed for taking the Poll, is
hereby authorised to administer: Provided that this Act shall
not be in force until His Majesty’s Royal approbation be
thereunto had and declared.
