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- MUST BE KEPTCLERR

Sidewalks Must Not Be Encumbered
With Snow Hereafter.

THERE IS A CITY BY-LAW

This Provides That Sidewalks and Ve-
randahs Must Be Kept Clear By the
Owners and Occupants of Buildings
—Severe Penalties.

The city authorities are determined
that the sidewalks shall be kept free
from snow during the winter season.
Instructions have been issued to the
__chief of police to enforce bylaw No. 9,
which provides that snow shall not be
allowed to remain on sidewalks and ver-
andahs. A special officer has been ap-
pointed whose duty it shall be to notify
owners and residents to clear off their
sidewalks. If they fail to do as request--
ed they will be summoned to appear be-

fore the police magistrate to be tried for
their offence:

Following is an extract from bylaw
No. 9 which covers this matter: “When-
ever, during the winter season, snow or
ice shall accumulate on any of the side-
walks or verandahs in the said city, or
any portion of them, it shall be theduty
of the person owmning or occupy-
ing, or having charge of the
house, building or lot of ground before
which such accumulation as aforesaid
sghall be, to clear the gaid snow or ice
from off the sidewalks or verandahs be-
fore the hour of 11 o’clock a. m. follow-
ing next after the snow fall.

““Any person Or persons who ghall vio-
late the provisions of this bylaw, or any
of them, on conviction before the mayor,
police magistrate or other justice of the
peace having jurisdiction within the city
shall forfeit and pay such sum, not ex-
ceeding $250 and costs, together with
the costs of prosecution as to the mayor,
police magistrate or other convicting
justice ehall seem right; and in default
of payment of such fine and costs as
aforesaid it shall and may be lawful for
the mayor, police magistrate or justice
convicting as aforesaid, to issue a war-
rant under his hand and seal Lo levy the
sa1d penalty and costs, or CO8tS only, by
distress and sale of the offender’s or of-
fentlers’ goods and chattels to gatisfy the
said penalty. The gaid mayor, police
magistrate or other convicting justice

may, under his hand and seal, issue a
warrant committing such person or per-
gons to the common gaol for any period
not exceeding two months, with or with-
out hard ‘labor, unless gaid fines and
costs are sooner paid.”’

THE FREE MILLING BELT.

Some Promising Properties in the
Vicinity of Camp NcKinney.

Cavp McKinney, Nov. 12.—The re-
organization of the Cariboo Milling &
Mining company and the consequent
change in the directorate of the corpora-
tion into the hands of Toronto capital-

ists with the head office at Camp Mec-
Kinney, 1nstead of at Spokane, has
already produced a most beneficial effect
on the prospects of the camp. Claim
owners and others interested seem to
have awakened to the fact that it was
time to bestir themselves, and to a real-
igation that this oid camp had been kept
in the background long enough and that
there were other properties besides the
Cariboo worth mining investors’ atten-
tion. Without in any Wway reflecting
upon the management of the old Cari-
boo company, it is an indisputable fact,
that Camp McKinpey has been looked
on a8 what istermed a ‘“‘one mine’’ camp.
That this is not the case, the recent de-
velopments in the Waterloo and Sailor
claims entirely disproves, and the splen-
did showings made by these properties
could not have occurred at a more op-
portune moment.

The shaft in the Waterloo is now
down nearly 50 feet and the vein is
about six and a -haft feet wide, well
mineralized and in spots very rich in
free gold, indeed, bunches of free gold
ore have been met with from the sur-
face, while the sulphuret ore has the
characteristics of the Cariboo, from
which it is distant some 2.000 feet, al-
most due east. The outlook for this
property making a mine is most encour-
aging, as the ore value has increased
with depth, and the vein holding a uni-
form width. The original locators,
Messrs. Murphy, Graham and Finnegan,
have disposed of the property to Spo-
kane parties through Dr. Reddyv, of this
city, and it i8 now an incorporated com-
pany, with the head office here. The
Waterloo vein has been traced and
opened up on the Fontenoy, the side line
of which claim is 60 feet east of the
Waterloo shaft. ~This claim is owned by
Hugh Cameron, and in addition
to bhaving the  east and west
vein of the Waterloo, has 4
strong north and south, vein, on which
is an 80-foot shaft with a five-foot vein
of sulphide ore giving fair values. The
Sailor claim, which has recently been
bonded to some Greenwood and Van-
couver parties for $15,000, is about 1,500
feet southwest of the OCariboo. The
parties bonding have lost no time in
getting to work to test the value of the
property, having sunk a ghaft, now down
some 17 feet, a little distance from the
old shaft, and today was showing in
camp some specimens of high grade sul-
phuret ore. From the dump of the old
ghaft samples assayed gave from $18 to
to $350. It is the intention to push the
work as rapidly as possible, as a pay-
ment is due on the bond in about two
months. .

There are many locations and claims
more or less developed, the latter un-
fortuuately preponderating, in the vicin-
ity of the above, which doubtless may
soon receive increased attention. Ex-

rts are dropping into camp by twos
and threes and singly, and the hopes of
the owners of wildcats and otherwise are
running high. A townsite is about be-
ing laid out, the preliminary survey for
o water supply being now made. The
coming winter bids fair to be a busyone,
as in addition to the very extensive de-
velopment work contemplated by the
new Cariboo company, several claim
owners intend doing as much work as
possible in order to have their properties
in good shape by the spring.

company. Besides a number of news-
paper people, the mayors and council-
men of Rossland, Nelson, Kaslo, and
Sandon, together with delegations from
the boards of trades at those places have
been asked to take the trip.

He Downed Unfried Three Times in
the Wrestling Match.

LATTER GOT ONE FALL

The Deciding Bout Was 1n the Catch-
as-Catch-Can Style and the Strangle
“ Hold Was Used Successfully by the

Victor.

The strangle hold, as Charles Moth
administers it, was too much for Frank
Unfried when the two men met at the
Internationallast Thursday. Uniried was
left senselees on the floor in the fourth
bout and had to be carried away. Moth
won first, second and fourth falls, while
Uniried captured the third. The match
consequently went to Moth.

The two men were comparatively lit-
tle known, and as a congequence the at-
tendance was not large. The people
who were not present, however, missed.
the best all-round athletic event that has
yet taken place in Rossland. Moth was
formerly Greco-Roman champion of
America, and Unfried has met and de-
feated some of the best men of his class.
The match last night was as pretty a
contest as could be desired. There was
no foul work of any kind, and the men
were 8o equally matched that the result

was at all times uncertain.

Moth weighed in at about 178. In
that respect he had the better end of it,
as his wiry opponent would not tip the
beam at more than 165. They were in
good shape. Moth had been training
carefully, and there was not blemish on
him. Uniried, who is 8 blacksmith at
the rock bluff, had worked until Wednes-
day, and was, a8 a consequence, a little
stiff, but otherwise was in prime shape.

Max Karter was chosen referee, and
his decisions were uniformly satisfactory.

The trick was apparently a new one to
Unfried and he went straight down. In
a second he had bridged and was ready
to continue the bout, but the referee
gave the decision to Moth. The fall was
the neatest in the whole match. Time,
14 minutes and 50 seconds. ‘

The second event Was under the
Grseco-Roman rules,and in that Unfried
was no match for bie alert opponent.
He kept away continuously, and his
whole plan of battle was on the defens-
ive. The bout wasa long drawn one,
but at the last, Moth, after both men
had been on the mat for perhaps & min-
ute, got Unfried down on & flying roll.
Time, 19 minutes and ten seconds.

The third round, which was under the
catch-as-catch-can rules, was a swift
one. After some lively work, Unfried,
by the aid of a strangle, got Moth down
on the mat, and a momen later, with a
body hold and a halch, he forced both
oi Moth’s shoulder gquarely to the floor
and held them there. Time, three min-
utes.

The defeat put Moth on his mettle.
Twenty times during the match Unfried
had tried the strangle hold, but had
never been able to keep it, until he suc-
ceeded in putting Moth down in the
third bout. .

“I’m the king bee of stranglers,’’ said
Moth in his dressing room after his de-
feat. ‘‘I have not used it on Unfried
yet, but watch me work it in this bout.”’

He kept his word. The fourth event
was under Graeco-Roman  rules.
Time had hardly been called before
Moth bad his huge arm around his op-
ponent’s neck, in Evan Lewis’ famous
suffocation hold.

medical profession.

As he is the official representative of
the United States in this city the public,
perhaps, would like to know something
of his career. Dr. Armstrong was born
in Grey county, Ontario. His prelimi-
nary education Wwas obtained in the
Hamilton Coliegiate Institute. After
graduating from that institution the
future medico began his medical studies
at Trinity College, Toronto. From there
he went to the University of* Toronto,
from where he graduated with honor in
1879. Then he began the practice of his
profession in Ontario, which he con-
tinued until 1883. Then he took charge
of the hospital of the C. P. R. at McKay
harbor, now known as Rossport, where
he remained until 1886. He thought it
would be a good didea to have & '
post-graduate course, and accordingly be |
crossed the ocean and spent a year walk-
ing the hospitals of London and Edin-
burgh. He passed an examination for
L.R. O. P. in London, o e O Ra
& 8. in Edinburgh and L. F. P. &8, in
Glasgow. He retarned to Canada and
subsequentlﬂ went to the United States
and in 1888 he took up his residence in

Olympia, where he remained for many
years successfully practicing his profes- |
sion. There he took an active part in
politics and for six years was gecretary
of that influential bod{, the Washing-
ton state board of health. In 1897, he
came to Rossland and practised his pro-
fession here until November, 1897, when
he was appointed physician and surgeon
