TO DO AWAY WITH EXAMS

Inspector Putman ¢f the Otta-
wa Public School Board, is known
as a man possessed of a liberal
allowance of common-sense.

He has just shown this once
more by issuing a circular, in
which he recommends that the
examination curse should be re-
moved.

He asserts that the past method
of promoting from one grade to
another by means of such tests
has not only proved unsatisfac-
tory, but also positively danger-
ous. He further declares that said
examinations place an _undue
strain upon the children and fare’
most dlstmctly not a. success in
weeding the fit from the unfit. He
quotes many illustrations and
suggests - advancement on the
judgment of teachers and princi-
pals.

THE NEW MARRIAGE LAWS

The new marriage laws for On-
tario are, of course, primarily aim-
ed at Windsor, the so-called Gret-

na Green of Canada.

Gretna Green, it may be recall-
ed, is situated on the border of

Iingland and Scotland, and in the

old coaching days this was the

most convenient spot for runaway
couples to have the nuptial knot
tied. The English Marriage Act
of that period required the con-
sent of parents and guardians,
publication of banns and the pres-
ence of a priest—all of which in-
volved considerable puhhmty and
inconvenient delay.

All of this was got rid of by
contracting parties going to the
Green, as the Scotch law held that
marriage was legal if the man and
woman made a mutual declaration
in the presence of witnesses and
without the attendance of a min-
ister. In addition it did not mat-
ter. whether those exchanging
such vows were simply minors.

The declaration of marriage hav-|

ing been made, the contract-
ing parties could at once return to
England, and, strange to say, said
unions were held ever after to be
valid there and the world over.
