SYNOFSIS OF CANADIAN NORTHWES?
LAND BE(\;ULATIONS. >

HE sole head of a family, or any male
over 18 years old, may homestead a
quarter section of available Dominion land
in Manitoba; Saskatchewan or Alberta. Ap-
plicant must appear in person at the Do-
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for
the District. Entry by proxy may be made
at any Dominion Lands Agency (but not
Sub-Agency on certain conditions.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon and
cultivation of the land in each of three
years. A homesteader may live within
nine miles of his homestead on a farm of at
least 80 acres, on certain conditions. A
habitable house is required except where
residence Is performed in the vicinity.

An
attempt to stop them resulted in an
exchange of revolver fire, three gen-
darmes being shot. The Germans got
away but afterwards they were trac-
ed to the river bank near the bridge
and captured before they were able to
effect their purpose.”

He Visited Longwy and Inspect-
ed Machine Guns for
Some Time.

LONDON, Sept. 19—The corres-
pondent of The Daily Telegraph at
Rotterdam telegraphs that despatches
from Vitron. near Longwy, describe a
visit of Emperor William to - his
wounded son, Oscar, at that place.
The visit was a surprise and the gav-
rison barely succeeded in turning out
in time to welcome the Emperor,
who, after a brief talk with his son,
inspected the Grenadiers. Addressing
the regiment,, he said :

“The fighting around Longwy will
be inscribed in letters of gold on the
roll of history but all our successzs
we must ascribe to the. God of our
fathers, who is abve us.”

The emperor spent some time in-
specting the machine guns:

“You have fired many rounds; how
many hits?” he asked a gunner who
replied quickly: “About 100 per cent.,,
your majesty.”

SCENES AFTER
THE MARNE
DESCRIPTION

OF EYE WITNESS

BATITLE OF
‘BEGAR ALL

[By Special Wire o The Courier]

LONDON, Sept. 19—Tele-
graphing from Sezenne, the De-
partment of Marne; 25 miles
south of Epernay, The Times’
correspondent says:

“The territory over which the

second day’s battle of the Marne
was fought is now a picture of

devastation abomination and
death almost too awful to de-
scribe.

“Even now many sons of the
Fatherland are sleeping their last
sleep in the open fields and in
ditches where they fell, or under
hedges where they crawled after
being caught by a rifle bullet or
piece of shell, or where they
sought refuge from the mad
rushes of the French iTreurs
who have never lost their natural
dexterity with the knife and who
at close uqartﬁs frequently throw
away their rifles and fight hand
to hand.

“The German prisoners are
now being used on the battlefield
in searching for and burying their
dead comrades. Over the greater
part of the huge battlefield there
has now been buried at least
those who died in open trenches
on the plateaus or on the high
roads. THhe extensive °forest
area, however, has hardly been
searched for bodies, although
hundreds of both French and Ger-
mans must have sought refuge
and died there. The dificulty of
finding bodies is considerable on
account of the undergrowth.

“Long lines of newly broken
brown earth mark the graves of
the victims. Some of these
burial trenches are 50 yards long.
The read are placed shoulder to
shoulder and often in Ilayers.
This gives some idea of the
slaughter that took place in this
battle,

“The peasants,, who are rapidly
coming back to the scene, are
marking the grave trenches with
crosses and planting flowers
above or placing on them simple
boquets of dahlias sunflowers and
roses,

“Some of the hottest fighting
of the prolonged battle took place
arund the beauiful old chateau of
Mondement on a hill six miles
east of Sezanne. This relic of the

architectural art of Louis XIV.
occupied a position which both
sides regarded as strategically im-
portant. To the east it looked
down into a great declivity in the
shape of an immense Greek lamp
with the concealed marshes of St.
Sond at the botom. Beyond are
the downs and heaths of Epernay,
Rheims and Champagne, while,
the heights of Argonne stand out
boldly in the distance. To the
west is a rich agricultural coun-
try.

“The possession of the ridge of
Mondement was vital to either
the attackers or the defenders.
The conflict here was of furnace
intensity for four days.. The
Germans dreve the French out in
a terrific assault and then the
French guns were brought to bear
followef by hand to hand fighting
on the ‘gardens and lawns of the
chateau and even thmu%h the
breached walls, The  French
again held the building for a few
hours only to retire before an-
other determined German attack.
On the fourth day they swept the
Germans out again with shell fire
under which the walls of the chat-
eau, although two or three feet
thick crumpled like paper.”

The correspondent describes
evidences on the battlefields of
how magnificently the Germans
are equipped in the matter of am-
munition and war material. He
saw pramid after pyramid of
shrapnel shells abandoned in the
rout, likewise innumerable pan-
niers for carrying such ammuni-
tion. These panniers are care-
fully constructed of wicker and
hold three shells in exactly fitting
tubes so that there can be no
movement.

The villages of Oyes, Villen-
neve, Shatillon and Soizy-aux-
Bois were all bombarded and
completely destroyed. Some
fantastic capers were played by
the shells such as blowing away
half a house and leaving the other
half intact; going through a win-
dow and out by the back wall
without damaging the interior, or
going a few inches into the wall
and remaining fast without ex-
ploding.

Villenueve which was retaken
three times is including its fine
old church in absolute ruins.

LONDON, Sept. 19.—The cor-
respondent of The Express at
Soissons, telegraphing under date
of September 17, via Paris, says:

“The great artillery duel con-
tinues unababted and tas positiun
is the same as it was iour days
ago, The Germans have prepar-
ed elaborate trenches and barh
wire approaches to protect the
positions of their heavy guns be-
hind’ the hill crest. .

“A British officer said to- m»
to-day: “If we held the same
position we would never be shift-
ed while our ammunition lasted.
We realize the serious task which
faces the allies.

“The losses must be extremely
heavy. The aeroplanes of the
allies are doing splendid work.
Last night one located a train fill-

ed with retreating German sold-
iers and the pilot dropped a tor-h-
to indicate the.range. OQOur ar:i-
lery blew-the train to atoms in a
few minutes,

“We are having frightful
weather, Torrents of rain fell al-
most continually, the trenches are
full of water and as a consequence
there is something like an epi-
demic of rheumatism among the
troops.

“It is reported that a German
force, with a general in command
has been surrounded in the forest
near Chateau-Thierry.

“The allies are now massing
enormous bodies of troops .and
everything points to the probab-
_ility of one of the bloodiest bat-
tles of the campaign as a sequel
to five days of fighting.”
