This 
running fight continued for two 
hours, and the Endymion was so dis­
abled that she avoided Decatur's ef­
forts to come to close quarters. But 
toward midnight two fresh English 
ships, the Pomone and the Tenedos,! 
crawled up and opened fire on the 
President at close range Decatur 
was compelled to strike his colors. 
His loss was 24 killed and 55 wound- 
ed.

The loss of the President was in­
vestigated by a court-martial but De- 
catur was exonerated of blame.

The President was sent to Bermu­
da, and from there she was brought 
to England by the Endymion, whose 
captain was rewarded by the King, 
For 35 years the President lay at 
Portsmouth, where she was the mod- 
el for several British frigates. Later 
she was at Chatham, and some timé 
in the sixties she became a drill 
ship at the West India Docks.

There she has rested for 40 years, 
and on her ancient gundeck, where 
once American sailors gave their lives 
for their flag, British bluejackets are 
now instructed in the art of modern 
naval warfare. One mark only does 
she bear of her American origin—the 
figurehead of John Adams, the sec­
ond President of the republic, on her 
prow.—London Chronicle.
