ADDISON'S DISEASE.

Say % San Francisco dispatch:—Geo-
rge L. Sturtevant, a young man, has
just succumbed to Addison,s disease, his
skin becoming black as a negro’s. Three
years ago, when the disease first man-
ifested itself, Sturtevant’s clear skin
was his chief claim to beauty. At the
time of death his body was perfectly
black. The first indication of the dis-
easo was the appeaeance on the tongue
of a black pigment formation of the size
of a pea. Two months afterwards his
skin assumed the saffron hue of jaundice*
A diagnosis by experts finally-estab-
lished the fact that he had Addison’s
disease. In the second year his skin
changed to a bronze tint, and in the third
year, from the chest down, he was a
dead black. His tongue was also black.
He bad no pain, and amused himself
by reading and playing the piano, but
complained of great languor. His ' casg

Sturtevant lived the full
limit of three years, but showed no signs
of insanity. The disease is due to the
decomposition of the outer coating of the
kidneys.

HOW THE WORLD GROWS.

From all quarters of the earth the cen-
sus figuree are coming in, foc this is
census time everywhere.

In a single night—that of April 5th
last—the census of population was taken
throughout Great Britain and TIreland.
The total population as then registered
indicates a guin of more than three mill-
ions in the past decade. In the domin-
ions of Francis Joseph, including Austria
and Hungary, there 1s shown an increase
1 ten years of 3,250,000.

Nor is this growth of the human family
limited in Europe. The Empress of
India numbers 30,000,000 more dusky
hued subjects than the 255,000,000 from
whom Victoria claimed alfegiance a dg-
cade ago. At least 50 000,000 have been
added to the numbers of the race, ac-
cording to the present incomplete re-
cords, since the time of the last great
national census.

in the heart of the voter to convict him
of sin in establishing iniguity by law,
and becoming a partner in the business
of destroying souls.

And so'the work commenced in true
missionary-fashion, carrying the gospel
into saloons, to drinkers and sellers, to
their wives and children. This work
still continues, only transferred. from
the saloon to the gospel temperance
mission. Every Sabbath there are held
all over the land, thousands of gospel
temperance mestings where consecrated
women break the bread of life to hun-
gry souls. Few people have any adequ-
ate conception of the magnitude of this

In like manner, the work done by
hundreds of unions in frontier towns,
in logging and mining camps, in desti-
tute regions all over the country, testify
to its close relation to home missions,
Everywhere in city, country,
foreign fields, drink is the great anatag-
onist of Christ. The testimonies of
foreign missionaries the world over - is
that drink and the opium -habit are
greater obstacles to the spread -of the

BREEDING FOR BEEY,

Opinions differ as to whether it i& hest
to ween the calves on the second day, or
to let them sucklé lohger. Our own idea
is that it depends chiefly upon cirenm
stances: Should the c&)w's bag be caked
or hard, it-will beneftt it materially if
the calf is permitted to suck the cow;
and again, if the calf is weakly, the same
practice with advantage may be followed
On the other hand if the calf be good and
hearty, it is often better to wear it" at
once. It will ledrn quicker to drink out
of a pail than if permitted to’suck its
mother, and the cow herself will more
quickly forget-her calf and settle down
quietly. In either case the calf should be
given fresh milk from the cow three
times a day for at least a week—a fort-
night is better; after which time the new
milk may be gradnally diluted with skim
milk warmed to blood heat, a handfu) of
shorts mixed with a little flour being ad-
ded to counteract the loss of the new
milk until the new milk is entirely with-
held. Skim-milk warmed, with o little
shorts and flour and about a tathlespoon-
ful of molasses, should be continued
three times a day for about three weeks,
after which it need be only given morn-
ing and night until the calf is about seven
months old. The management during
the early part of a calf’s life is a_matter
of great importance, as on it much de-
pends as to whether it will prove a rem-
unerative feeding animal. It is at the
enrlior stages of existence that th_ great
est‘zain can be made in the development
of frame and gain of weight for the least
money, and it is easily apparent, there-
fore, that the calf should be pushed along
and kept thriving. It is not, as we said
before, essential that it should be got in-
to show trim, but it should be kept in
better order than what is often so mis.
described as “‘growing condition.” Care
should be taken that no overfeeding or
underfeeding should take place, for either
is apt to cause a check in the improve.-
ment of the animal, an occurrence which
should be cautionsly avoided. As soon
then, as the calf begins to eat a little oat
chop, a sprinkling of oil meal should be
given, just'ns much as it will lick up
clean, and the ration increased as the calf
grows older, with pulped roots or a little
grass in season and all the hay it will eat
Between seven and eight months old, the
calf, if born in the fall, can be turned out
to grass; and if kept as it should be, in
