Reported forTiiu Signal.
The East Huron Reform convention, 

held at Wroxetcr on Saturday last, was 
the largest and most enthusiastic gather­
ing of the kind ever held in that consti­
tuency. From every municipality there 
was a full representation of delegates, 
and many tried and true Reformers, and 
‘‘fair play” Conservatives were present 
at the meeting. The feeling throughout 
was of a most unanimous nature, and a 
determination to wheel “East Huron in­
ti» line” in the coming contest could be 
observed on every countenance. The 
latest rascality of the Government—the 
third gerrymandering of Huron County 
—lias, if possible, intensified the feeling 
in East Huron, and that constituency 
which, on the latest basis of 1878, (when 
the N. 1\ craze was at its full) gave but 
46 of a Tory majority, is now politically 
lost to the Conservative party. The 
spirit which animated those present 
could be divined easily from the mottoes 
displayed on the walls of the hall, where 
hung conspicuously, “Provincial Rights” 
“No Gerrymandering," “Blake and Vic­
tory,’’ “N. P. is a fraud,” “The Boun­
dary Award,” etc.

THE NOMINATION 
of candidates was then proceeded with 
as follows :

Dr. William Sloan, of Blyth, was 
nominated by Mr. John Powell, Turn 
berry, seconded by Mr. John Dyment 
Bluevale.

The other nominations were T.Strach 
an, reeve of Grey; Dr. McDonald, Wing 
ham; D. Mc< lillicuddy, Goderich, M. Y 
McLean, Seaforth; T. Gibson, M. P. P. 
Wroxeter; E. E. Wade, Brussels; J. A. 
Morton, Wingham; John McCrae, Mor 
ris, James Mitchell. Howick; Robert 
Armstrong, Morris; Wm. Armstoii; 
Morris; Wm. Drummond, Blyth.

The candidates were then invite 1 
to address the meeting, and the first 
called upon was

Dr. Sloan, who, on coming forward, 
was loudly applauded. He said he was 
glad to eee that the tire had been kindled 
in East Huron; and he hoped it would 
not be allowed to die out. Next to 
being elected member the highest 
honor that could be offered any man 
was to be the choice of such a conven­
tion as the present one. He then 
alluded to the action of Sir John on the 
disgraceful bartering of the l ights of the 
North-west to the Syndicate, and stated 
that Sir John was afraid t® accept Mr. 
Blake's challenge at that time to dissolve 
the House. Now, however, we were 
going t » have an election forced up >rt 
is and lie did not know why it was do )•%

unless it was owing to the fact that the 
N. P. had proved a fraud, and the Gov­
ernment were compelled to go to the 
peeple before they allowed it to run its 
full course, in the hepe of snatching a 
verdict fr mi the people. Under the new 

| Gerrymandering Act, lluvon had been 
severely dealt with, and all old bounda­
ries had been changed, but lie was satis­
fied that East Huron, although cut out 
for a Tory preserve, would give a good ac­
count of 'itself, for they now had the 
staunch Reform township of Grey with 
thorn, to help tight their battles. 
(Cheers.) When it was remembered 
the member for old North Huron had 
voted Ontario's rights away, by uphold­
ing Sir John in the non-ratificatien of 
the boundary award ; that he had en­
deavored to destroy Ontario’s provincial 
autonomy; that he endorsed the ini­
quitous working of the N. P., end every 
other disgraceful act of the present 
Government, including the gerryman­
dering bill to practically disfranchise the 
Reform majority m Ontario; when all 
these things were taken inte considera­
tion it was really a wonder that he (Mr. 
Farrow) had the hardihood to face the 
intelligent electors of East Huron, and 
solicit their suffrages. (Hear, hear.) If 
he (the speaker) received the nomina­
tion he would tight their battle to the 
best of his ability, and had no doubt 
East Huron could be carried with the 
aid and assistance of the gentlemen be­
fore him, and the other good men and 
true of this constituency. There was a 
large number of gentlemen here present 
who would make excellent members of 
parliament, and he was prepared to 
work in the Reform interest for the 
choice of this meeting, whoever he 
might he. (Cheers, and prolonged ap­
plause.)

Mr. Thos. Gibson, M. P. P., was 
not a candidate for the Dominion Par 
liament. However, he was prepared to 
work hard from now until five o'clock on 
election day to secure the election of the 
Reform candidate for East Huron. 
(Hear, hear.,)

Mr. Strachan, Reeve of Grey, was 
pleased to see such a representation pre­
sent. It showed earnestness in the 
cause. Perhaps it was as good that 

I Grey was in a riding where there was 
! some work to do, and she would give a 
good account of herself. (Cheers. ) The 
Tories had carved up Huron so that they 
might get two constituencies, but in 
East Huron they had counted without 
taking into consideration the Reform 
majority in Grey that could be brought 
out. He mus prepared to put in work 
in his own township or any other to 
elect the choice of this convention on 
election day. (Applause. He was not 
a candidate at present.

Dr. Macdonald, of Wingham, said the 
Tory Government had promised a great 
deal in 1878, but had accomplished very 
little during the past four years. The 
Government had introduced a great 
many hills during their term of office 
but he had a presentiment that very 
shortly two other bills would be intro­
duced in the interest of an outraged peo­
ple,—the Bill of Restitution so far as 
Ontario was concerned, and a Bill of 
Retribution to the Tory Government. 
(Cheers.) The speaker then proceeded 
to dissect the Gerrymandering Bill, and 
mentioned a number of incongruities in 
connection therewith. The Gerryman­
dering Act had been passed to help 
the Government, which Mas itself per­
suaded that its past policy would not 
he popular at the ballot-box. The con­
duct of the Government had been dis­
honest throughout, and the gerryman­
dering was part and parcel Mith its other 
flagrant acts. We wanted more honest 
men at the head of affairs, and we had to 
get them from the Reform ranks. 
Mr. Thos. Farrow had voted to place 
Ontario under French domination;he.had 

ted to destroy our provincial autono­
my; lie had voted to place the iron heel 
of the Syndicate on the neck of the 
Northwest; and next election day would 
prove whether the people of East Huron 
endorsed his action. (“No, No !”) Sir 
John raised his hand and Mr. Farrow 
bowed down, and s® did the rest <»t the 
Tory majority. On this occasion he was 
net a candidate, and he M'onld now retire 
in favor of Dr. Sloan.

Mr. D. McGillicuddy had 
forty-five miles to be present 
meeting. He was pleased to 
large a gathering, and when he 
upon the faces before him and 
many of the determined men who had 
fought side by side with him for Reform 
in years gone by, he felt that the cause 
ef Liberalism was safe in East Huron. 
Honest-minded Conservatives Mrere get­
ting disgusted with the conduct of the 
Government, and the last rascality—the 
gerrymandering—on th° top of the Syn­
dicate enormity, the disallowance of 
provincial Legislation, the non ratifica­
tion of the boundary award, the Ondev- 
donk-Tufper job, and the thousand 
and one other rascalities perpetrated 
under the N. P. regime, appeared to be, 
in many instances, the crowning iniquity 
to turn honest minded men from Sir 
John and his party, with loathing. He 
appealed to the men of Grey to come out 
in their old-time strengh, and reminded 
them that as theirs Mas the banner 
township of East Huron, so would they 
he expected to he in the fore front of the 
battle, to bear the brunt of the fight and 
pass on to victory, as had been their 
portion in the olden time. In his own 
town of Goderich he had slept in Centre, 
South and West Huron—three different 
constituencies—in two weeks without 
changing his abode, owing to the fact 
that Sir John had gerrymandered the 
County three times in that period, and 
flopped Goderich into a different rid­
ing every time. And every change 
that Sir John mule, the Tories shout­
ed themselves hoarse, and said it was just 
the thing. (Laughter.) If proper work 
were done the three Hurons were safe 
for Reform. South Huron was ours by 
act of Parliament, by the gerrymander­
ing of the Right Dishonorable Sir John 
Macdonald ;the wise men oftheEastceuld 
seal this constituency to Reform on elec­
tion day by good work; and in the West 
Riding where the majeitic lake touches 
old Huron, there would be heard, on 
the evening of the 20th June, over 
mountain and glen, the “ March of 
ihe Cameron men.” (Cheers.: He 
called upon the electors not to allow 
Mr. Farrow to L# severed from his do­
mestic relations. Under the old Hebrew 
dispensation any newly married man 
could not Ik? called upon to serve the 
State for n year after his marriage, and

he hoped the electors of East Huron 
would improve on the Hebrew custom, 
and keep Mr. Farrow at home for five 
years to come, and for twenty-five after 
that time. (Laughter ) He was not a 
candidate for East Huron, and would 
withdraw -m favor itF'Div Sloan.

Mr. M. Y. McLean, of Seaforth, Mas 
pleased to sue so large a gathering. It 
showed that the Reformers meant busi­
ness at the next election. There never 
was a time in the history of this country 
when such vast issues were at stake as 
now. At the coming election these 
questions would be presented to the 
electors for' solution, and it devolved 
upon them to act in a circumspect man­
ner. The Syndicate question, the boun­
dary award, provincial autonomy, the 
gerrymandering, the Onderdonk con­
tract and similar exhibitions of malad­
ministration would he submitted to the 
consideration of the electorate, and al­
though an effort had been made to pack 
the jury in Ontario, ho felt certain an 
honest verdict would be returned in the 
interest of Reform. Although he Mas a 
strong advocate of confederation, he 
was prepared to see the link severed 
which bound the Provinces one to anoth­
er, rather than see Ontario’s provincial 
rights infringed upon. The speaker 
here discussed at length the streams bill, 
and the syndicate bargain, the On­
derdonk job and the gerrymandering 
bill. Mr. Farrow had supported these 
and all the other bad acts of the present 
Government, and must be lost to all 
sense of shame when he had the hardi- 
hook to again present himself for re- 
election. The speaker then paid a high 
tribute to Hon. Alex. Mackenzie, and 
said that honest men and true, like 
Mackenzie and Blake were wanted at 
the head of affaire. He hoped the elect- 
tors of East Huron would work earnest­
ly for the Reform candidate from now , 
until the evening of the 20th of June I 
and th« Reform leaders would be elect- | 
ed to the places of trust now occupied 
by men who could be designated as not 
other than tricksters and swindlers. 
He withdrew in favor of Dr. Sloan.

Mr. E. E. Wade, of Brussels believed, 
with the enthusiasm of the people and 
the good cause, the riding of East Huron 
could bo carried. He Mould support 
Dr. Sloan, and he believed that gentle­
man would carry East Huron.

Mr. J. A. Morton, of Wingham, mils 
not a candidate, not because he believed 
he would not make a better representa­
tive than Mr Farrow, but because he 
believed Dr. Sloan the man most deserv­
ing of the honor.

Messrs McCrae, las. Mitchell, Robt. 
Armstrong, W. Armstrong and Wm. 
Drummond, also declined, in favor of 
Dr. Sloan, and on motion the nomin­
ation of the latter Mas declared unani­
mous amid deafening cheers.

In response to the nomination, Dr. 
Sloan again came forward, and said that 
the convention of the Reformers of East 
Huron had to-day elected him to be 
their standard bearer, and it Mould de­
volve upon the gentlemen present, to a 
great extent, to supplement their action 
of to-day by electing him member for 
East Huron on the 20th of June. 
(Cheers, and cries, “We'll do it, too !”) 
If the honest yeomanry of the riding 
did their duty the battle was as good as 
won. (Hear, hear,) He wanted every 
Refermer and ever)’ borest Conserva­
tive in the riding to share in the honor 
of striking a blow for Ontario’s rights at 
the ceming election. (Hear, hear.) 
He had been chosen from a number of 
candidates any one of whom would *havè 
made a capital representative. As he 
had been thus chosen, he was willing to 
carry their standard on to victory with 
the aid of the tried and true of East 
Huron. He thanked them for the nomin­
ation. Loud applause )

The following resolutions were then 
put t<> the meeting and unanimously car­
ried:

THE FISCAL FRAUD.
Moved by Mr. Thos. Strachan, Reeve 

of Gray, seconded by Mr. R. Adamson, 
and Resolved: That in the opinion of this 
meeting, the policy inaugurated by the 
present Government, called the National 
Policy, is prejudicial to the best inter­
ests of the general community, and es­
pecially so to the farmers, by increasing 
the cost of necessaries without providing 
any adequate or additional profit on our 
productions.

THE BOUNDARY BAULK.
Moved by Mr. Thos. Gibson, M. P. P. 

seconded by James Edgar, and Resolved: 
That in the opinion of this convention, 
the actien of the present Dominion 
Government in unjustly discriminating 
against the residents of Ontario by de­
clining to carry out the award made by 
impartial arbitrators,fixing the boundary 
and by disallowing the acts of the Par­
liament of our Province < f a purely local 
character, is calculated' to destroy the 
harmony and unity which should exist 
between the Provinces, and is a blow at 
Confederation.

THE (JERRYMANDER.
Moved by Mr. J. R. Miller, Deputy- 

Reeve of Morris, seconded by Mr. W. 
Drummond, of Blyth, and Resolved 
That this meeting views with disfavor 
the recent action of the Government in 
the matter of the Gerrymandering Bill, 
as being subversive of the best interests 
of Ontario, in the fact that this Province 
is subjected to a redistribution of con­
stituencies entirely at variance with the 
original intent of the Act governing re­
distribution each census year according 
to representation by population. That 
the willing out of county boundaries 
and the severing of old ties between 
municipalities is inimical to the interests 
of the people in the constituencies so 
gerrymandered, and the fact that no 
regular geographical or numerical basis 
has been adopted proves conclusively 
that the so-called Redistribution Bill 
was introduced solely for the purpose of 
legislating Ontario out of its right of 
having the majority of its electors fairly 
represented on the floor of the House of 
Gommons.

The Convention then adjourned with 
cheera for the Queen, the Hon. Edward 
Blake and Dr. Sloan.
