Lecture,T. & T. Cogallon Before one of the largest audiences 
that ever greeted any lecturer J. L. 
Slattery, Esq., delivered a stirring, 
able and eloquent discourse at the II. 
I. S. Club Rooms on Tuesday night, 
in aid of the -Sealing Disaster Fund. 
Kis subject was' the momentous ques­
tion of Home Rule and in this the 
learned lecturer was perfectly at 
homo. He was introduced by Mr. .1. 
C. Pippy, the chairman, who referred 
to the terrible disaster which at pres­
ent is uppermost in everyone's 
mind, and for which the proceeds of 
the lecture are to be devoted. For 
over an hour the audience was treat­
ed to an exposition of the subject, 
most entertaining in matter, astound­
ing in wealth of detail and eloquent 
in delivery. The lecturer touched on 
all the vital points of the question in 
a most masterly and forcible man­
ner. The sentiment prevailing on the 
subject, the economic conditions of 
Ireland, the falsity of some prevailing 
opinions, the causes of depopulation, 
the remarkable success and executive 
ability of Irishmen abroad, were a few 
of the points touched on. The numer­
ous quotations from well known pub­
lic men and the statistics which were 
never boring, showed the vast amount 
of trouble and research taken on the 
subject. There was not one in the 
whole audience that could not feel, 
but that he heard the very best from 
a man who had not alone a thorough, 
grasp of the subject, but very high lit­
erary aiblity. If such a lecture were 
published it would give to the people 
here the whole reason for Home Rule 
in a nut shell. The best compliment 
that could be paid to the lecturer is- to 
say that his lecture is worth while 
listening to a second time. Any lec­
ture by 3Ir. Slattery after this is sure 
to be well attended. A vote of thanks 
was proposed by Rev. Bro. Kennedy, 
who referred to the happy coincidence! 
that the lecture was delivered on the 
day that the Home Rule Bill had 
passed the "critical period. He said 
that the time was near when some 
gifted Irishmen would he able to 
write the epitaph of Robert Emmet, 
which the great patriot had forbidden 
to be written till Ireland had emerg­
ed as a nation once again. The audF 
ence showed their appreciation in 
long and hearty applause. The Chair­
man in tendering Mr. Slattery the vote 
of thanks, referred to the vast in­
fluence which Irishmen have wielde i 
in the world's affairs and said that 
such a people deserved Home Rule 
and Ireland would prosper under it.
