'‘Sulim Cuique”—
A Delusion.

“Editor Evening Telegram
Dear Sir,—After reading the com­

plaints of so many of my friends re 
(the Fishery Regulations, and especial­
ly those appearing from Long Island 
isnd vicinity, Greenspond and ^esley- 
'Tllle, re the price of Fish, Is It plainly 
I seen that we are beginning to cry 
‘"save us from our Friend Coaker.” Yes 
[truly so: we took Mr. Coaker and 
ftrusted him as our friend and pro­
jector, gave him all our support both 
I politically and commercially—politic- 
lally by putting his in a position 
•where he can and does dictate to a 
i great many, commercially by enabling 
him to carry on with his trading ven­
tures. Last spring we were all inform­
ed that $12.00 would be the price for 
I fish, but Mr. Coaker is not paying it 
;He is well established commercially 
and why does he not pay us the price 

I promised. Why does he wait for others 
lto pay more than the present price? 
•He is an exporter and requires fish 
and certainly if he has our interest at 
heart he should pay us the best value 
possible as we certainly need it badly 
enough this year, but we well know 
that he is not inclined to raise prices 
of fish, etc, unless forced by others to 
do so. Mr. Coaker is now in power 
and it looks as if Coaker times will be 
hard times for fishermen especially. 
Now let us compare incomes. On an 
•average fishermen will not have more 
•than 30 qtls. of fish per man, which 
■at $9.00 per qtl., and that is rather 
•more than we expect to get owing to 
the drastic regulations, will only bring 
us $27.00 and mind you, Mr. Editor, 
the majority are family men, and how 
are they going to make both ends

meet? In most cases they have had a 
little supplies advance4 for the sum- 
met- and after paying for same how 
are they going to provide for the win­
ter? Now as to how our chief, Coak­
er is faring I will endeavour to set 
forth as best I can, but would rather I 
some abler pen than mine should do J 
so. As you are all aware when he came ( 
from Dunnage Island he was a poor i 
man, as breeding sheep was not a 
very profitable enterprise at that time, i 
However, he started to build up a 
Union among fishermen for their wel­
fare, so we backed him tooth and nail, 
thinking we would profit thereby. A 
couple of years ago he was supposed 
to be receiving $100.00 per month as 
salary, but at our convention he told 
us in his opening address he was a 
poorer man than when he started the 
Union. So our committee met and 
brought in a resolution that he re­
ceive $1000.00 per year (I think it was 
tor life) in addition to his monthly 
salary—going some in salary compar­
ed with the underdogs. Then we elect­
ed hftn to the Assembly where for a 
while he sat in opposition and receiv- j 
ed $300.00 per year as sessional pay. 
Last Election we elected him to the 
Government benches in conjunction 
with Mr. Squires and during last ses­
sion they got a bill through the House, 
granting themselves $1000.00 per year 
sessional pay. Now, in addition he is 
Minister of Marine and Fisheries and 
as far as I know is receiving another 
$4000.00 per year, and I do not know 
what he is receiving for acting pre­
mier while Mr. Squires is away. My 
friends will be shocked when they 
realize what he |s now receiving at 
our expense. The figures I have al­
ready quoted make a grand total of 
$7200.00 per year. Now my Union 
friends do not get excited. You know 
as much about these figures as I do. So 
Just compare them with me. A fisher­
man with 30 qtls. of fish at $9.00 gets 
$270.00 for his years support of 4 or 5 
children as the case may be. Mr. Coak­
er our so called Benefactor gets 
$7200.00 for his years support Is this 
a square deal? Is this “Suum Cuique”? 
Now I would like to be shown how 
Coaker has benefited the underdogs 
who have stood by him since he form­
ed the Union. I know men, myself in­
cluded, that are as poor now as we 
were before the Union started,—yet 
Coaker is not giving us the helping 
hand that we expected and we are be­
ginning to realize the fact that we now 
require to be saved from our friend 
Coaker. Who will come to our aid?

Mr. Editor, I have more to say, but 
I fear I have already trespassed too 
much on your valuable space, and the 
patience of your readers, but if per­
mitted will continue later to show

COAL STRIKE COMPLETE.
LONDON, Oct. 18.

The cessation of coal mining 
throughout the country seems com­
plete, for although miners in some 
districts appear to have entered on 
the strike in a half hearted manner, 
there 16 no sign yet of any break in 
the ranks of the men, and conse­
quently dislocation of the country’s 
industry is becoming widespread. Nor 
is there any indication of any medi­
ation growing out of to-day’s various 
conferences, all parties, apparently, 
awaiting the resumption of Parliament 
to-morrow, when it ie expected the 
decision to strike will displace the 
Irish Home Rule Bill, which was 
first scheduled before the House of 
Commons. There is an unconfirmed 
report to-night that the Government 
intends to offer the miners a, compro­
mise of one shilling per shift advance, 
provided they accept submission of 
the whole dispute to an independent 
tribunal.
