The State Railroad Commission has re- 
fused the application of the Rochester and 
Lake Ontario road for permission to sus­
pend the operation of the road during the 
winter months.

The Pennsylvania has adopted the Mont­
gomery palace stock car for use on its lines, 
and a contract has been given to the Pull­
man Company for the construction of 1,000 
of these cars.

Beginning Sunday the Lake Shore will 
run a new train between New York and 
Chicego, to be known as No. 13. This is 
to be a mail train hauling buffet sleeping 
car from New York to Chicago, and a day 
coach from Elkhart to Chicago, every day 

Sunday. No baggage will be

The survey of the Winnipeg and North 
Pacific has been commenced at Winnipeg. 
The line will run from Winnipeg in a north- 
westerly direction to the Pacific coast at 
Port Simpson at the mouth of the Skena 
River, about fifteen miles south of the 
Alaska boundary. Only 50 miles of the 
proposed road will be surveyed at present.

Mr. Chauncey M. Depew, president of 
the New York Central, says of the meeting 
of the presidents of the Vanderbilt lines in 
New York on Tuesday, that: "All the 
presidents report more business than they 
have cars to handle. They are pleased 
with the effects of higher rates, and with 
the general prosperity of their several 
roads."

The great St. Clair tunnel of the Grand 
Trunk Railway, between Port Huron and 
Sarnia, will not probably be put in opera­
tion before May or June next. Although 
the work of piercing the long opening was 
completed in September, there is yet an 
immense amount of labor to be done to put 
the tunnel in condition for operation.

The management of the New York 
Central has issued to its ticket agents, con­
ductors and station and train baggagemen a 
book of rules covering about 150 pages, and 
governing the conduct of the passenger 
business of the company. The rules will 
take effect at once.

Most of the New York Central's loco­
motives in both the freight and passenger 
service have been equipped with a snow 
plow of an entirely new design. It con­
sists of a piece of sheet iron made in the 
shape of a wedge with a sharp projection on 
the angle. It is about six or eight inches 
in width, and engineers say it is the best 
and simplest plow ever put on the engina.

On Thanksgiving Day a ten-wheel loco- 
motive with six drivers, six feet and two 
inches in diameter, left the Schenectady 
Locomotive Works to be used on the Michi- 
gan Central Railroad. It is said to be the 
largest engine in the world. It has the 
compound cylinder of A. J. Pitkins, 
operated by an intercepting valve, which 
reduces the exhausts from four to two in a 
revolution, and eaves a large amount of fuel 
compared with that used in high-pressure 
locomotives.

Canadian Pacific earnings for October, 
1890: Gross earnings, $1,766,447; working 
expenses, $940,043; net profits, $826,403. 
In October, 1890, the net profits were 8848,- 
471. For the ten months ending Oct. 31, 
1890, the figures are as follows: Gross 
earnings, $13,269,549; working expenses, 
88,340,547; net profits. $4,929,002. For the 
ten months ending Oct. 31, 1889, the net 
profits were $4,853,042. The earnings and 
expenses on the New Brunswick Railway 
are included in both years.

The new Canadian Pacific Railway bridge 
at Millford, spanning the Souris River, 
was opened for traffic Saturday. The 
structure is the largest bridge in Manitoba, 
and has been completed in the marvelously 
short time of five weeks. The structure is 
3,300 feet in length, and is on an average 
75 feet high. It has a Howe truss span 155 
feet in length. There were 1.350 piles 
driven for the support of the trestle, and 
150 piles support the abutments on which 
the Howe truss rests.

The Hamilton Board of Trade on Friday 
heard a deputation from Owen Sound upon 
the advisability of railway connection with 
Hamilton by means of the Toronto, Hamil­
ton and Buffalo Railway, and passed a reso- 
lution promising to unite with Owen Sound 
in anything possible to bring about the 
event desired. The deputation afterwards 
waited upon Mr. F. C. Helm, of the T. H. 
and B. Mr. Helm, while admitting the 
value of the connection, could not promise 
that the company would build the road. 
He recommended that the gentlemen inter- 
ested procure a charter and obtain bonuses 
for the road, which would be by way of 
Guelph.

THEY SLEEP IN THEIR COFFINS. 

Tho Queer Household of a Montreal
Doctor A New Religious Order.

La Presse (Que.) publishes an account of 
a visit said to have been made by two 
young merchants of Montreal to the semi- 
monastic residence of Dr. Jacques, on Am- 
herst street, in that city. Some of the 
things alleged to have been seen in the 
premises are of the most extraordinary 
nature. In the yard adjoining the building 
is a grotto, a calvary and stations of the 
cross. Here the inmates attend to their 
religious inties during the summer months, 
and Dr. Jacques is said to claim that as many 
miracles take place there as at Ste. Anne 
de Beaupre. In reply to a question put 
by one of the visitors, the Doctor stated 
that for a long time he had heard a voice 
in his soul telling him to found a religious 
community, and having devoted himself to 
the worship of the Holy Face he visited 
several monasteries in Europe. Upon his 
return he devoted himself to the care of 
smallpox patients during the epidemic and 
attended gratuitously to 1,500 cases. A 
family from St. Jerome named Aubin, com 
posed of the father, mother and six chil­
dren, who had lost their all, came to 
him stricken with the terrible plague. 
He cured them, and the daugh­
ters, having manifested g desire to 
become nuns, be kept them in his 
own house under the rules of a religious 
community and with a costume consisting 
of red garments and white veils. The father 
and mother are there also attending to the 
work around the house. The sisters keep 
perpetual silence except during one hour 
each day. They rise at 4 a. m. and go to 
bed at 8 p.m. The plates and dishes are 
made of wood and the bill of fare is most 
simple. In one of the halle is a pillar, four 
feet high, with chains, a crown of 
thorns and instrumente of the discip- 
line. On the days of public rejoic- 
Ings, when God ie most offended, the 
sisters go chained in turns to this pillar 
and carry a crown of thorns upon their 
heads the penance lasting one hour for 
each. Two or three times a week they whip 
themselves on the bare skin. The sisters, 
six io number, are aged respectively 24, 
20, 18, 15, 13 and 6 years. They sleep in 
separate cells, their bed being a coffin, with 
no other bedding but a pall. The doctor's 
own bed is also a coffin and his pillow a 
piece of wood, the only covering being 
a white sheet with a large red cross in the 
middle. Dr. Jacques says that he does not 
intend to increase the number of the nuns 
for the present, and expects soon to have his 
new community recognized by the religious 
authorities.

Handsome Tribute to the Learning and 
Ability of Hon. David Mills. M.P.

In my last letter I spoke of Chatham 

Ontario, and in the final paragraph inti- 
mated that my reminiscences of that place 
were by no means exhausted.

Chatham was at the time of which I 
write, 1860-62, the chief town between 
London and Detroit, and considerable trade 
by shipping was then doue between

The announcement that Rev. W. J. 
Clark, pastor of the First Presbyterian 
Church, would take as his Sunday evening 
subject the duty of Christians in regard to 
pleasure attracted a very large congrega­
tion. He chose as his text Hebrews, xi., 
24-26: “By faith Moses, when he was 
come to years, refused to be called the son 
of Pharaoh’s daughter, choosing rather to 
suffer affliction with the people of God than 
to enjoy the pleasures of sin for a season; 
esteeming the reproach of Christ greater 
riches than the treasures in Egypt, 
for he had respect unto the recompence 
of the reward." In choosing the 
subject of pleasure, the speaker said, he had 
been guided by the fact that this was the 
season of the year when pleasures of many 
kinds were most numerous, and he hoped 
to be enabled in some way to give a few 
words of guidance with regard to the 
Christian’s proper attitude towards en­
joyment. The fully rounded existence 
must have a certain amount of pleasure- 
there was something sadly lacking in the 
man who could not find it profitable to in­
dulge in pleasure of some kind. Some 
looked upon the Christian as necessarily 
throwing up all pleasure, whereas Christ 
himself bad set the seal of approval on 
social gatherings and had himself had his 
joys as well as his sorrows.

Even in the reverend gentleman’s ex­
perience, young people and others had 
frequently asked him, “Do you approve of 
balls?" "Is it wrong to play a game of 
whist ?" "Do you think it right to go to 
the theater?" In answer to such questions 
he never had given answer with a "yes," 
or a “no," and he never would. Nobody 
could lay down a rule on such a subject, 
and no convention, conference, assembly, 
presbytery, pope, priest or preacher had a 
right to do so. Such things should Le 
governed, not by a set of rules, but by one 
great principle. This principle was best 
expressed in that answer in the cate­
chism: "Man’s chief end is to glori­
fy God and enjoy him forever.’ 
As far as a game of cards was concerned, 
the speaker could see no more harm in it, 
of itself, than lie could detect in a game of 
croquet. If a theater be conducted in such 
a manner as to present plays possessed of 
an elevating influence, he could see no ob­
jection to patronizing it. If a ball could 
be attended and pleasure of the true charac­
ter derived therefrom, by all means let it 
be patronized. But while taking this 
ground the fact remained that the average 
devotee of card-playing was not a godly 
man, the average theater was not a place 
where elevating influences were exercised. 
The average ball was productive of a head­
ache the following day, created jealousies, 
and was in other ways not altogether de- 
sirable. However, no rule could govern 
the adoption or rejection of any 
of these things, except the one 
great central aim—to glorify God. If these 
things could be participated in by an indi­
vidual with the conviction that they in no 
way interfered, but rather assisted and 
blended with man’s chief object, then 
indeed were they proper. The time was 
when works of fiction were looked upon as
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1it and the latter city.

Among the rising young publia men of 
that day was the Hon. David Mills, who 
was al that time county superintendent of 
schools for Kent county, of which (hatham 
is the county seat Kent was one of the 
first counties to abolish township superin- 
tendency of schools, and se well did the ex- 
periment work under the able management 
of Mr. Mills, then a general desire arose to 
abolish the petty township superintend 
encies and substitute skilled educators 
who should devote their whole time to 
the work in the county in place of the 
former superintendents for townships, 
who were usually clergymen, knowing little 
about school work, and giving the office 
only perfunctory attention sufficient to 
draw their meager salaries. The zeal of 
these clerical superintendents was rather 
in the direction of drawing their salaries 
and increasing their flock by the appoint 
ment of teachers of their own denomination 
than in promoting the efficiency of the 
schools under their charge.

To no one reform does the Ontario school 
system owe its present high standing than 
to the abolition of township superintendents 
and the substitution in their place of 
county Inspectors, and I accord to Mr. 
Mills a large share of the credit of bringing 
this about.

As I was head master of the county high 
school, and Mr. Mille was county superin- 
tendent of schools, our work naturally 
threw us Into close relations, on the Board 
of School Examiners and in other 
ways, which resulted in a lifelong 
friendship. David Mills Is a native 
of Oxford township, then in Kent 
county, but now in the Bothwell represent 
Native district. His family were of Nova 
Scotian origin, and David, like many of our 
most successful men, was brought up on the 
farm. His active mind was always absorb- 
ing knowledge, and his reading was of the 
solid, substantial order known as the 
English classics. After teaching for a time 
in a rural school, he went to Michigan Uni- 
verity at Ann Arbor, ami there laid broad 
and deep the foundations of that mental 
culture for which he is noted among 
the public men of Canada. Many 
a time has the fact of Mr. Mills’ 
going to an American Institution of 
learning been cast up against him, and 
“Ann Arbor Mills" and "Yankee Mills" 
were some of the mildest epithets applied. 
Mr. Mills, however, plodded ahead, and I 
venture to say there was not a public man 
of his day that was better equipped in the 
way of a library than he. His aim was to 
be a broad statesman, and his reading took 
a corresponding range. His memory was 
phenomenal, and he could quote page after 
page from hi* favorite authors. One ot his 
favorites was Junius, from whom he 
acquired his sharp, incisive style. 
Buckle’s History of Civilization he knew 
almost by heart, but it was in constitu- 
tional history that he had his greatest de- 
light. Thus equipped for political life, it 
is no wonder that, despite a constitutional 
lack of magnetic eloquence, he should forge 
to the front. Whenever Mills rises to 
speak on a question he is master of all the 
points, and when he sits down he has con- 
vinced his hearers, even if he has not per- 
suaded them. His late address at Dresden
