MAY APPLY TO CANADA.

The Sacred Congregation of Rites of 
the Roman Catholic Church has issued 
a decree prohibiting women from tak­
ing part In the music of divine service, 
either in solos or in chorus. The prohi­
bition Is thought to apply more partic­
ularly to the Roman Catholic Church 
in France, where actresses are fre­
quently employed to sing solos in 
church. The Roman Catholic author­
ities in London have not as yet been no­
tified officially concerning this decree. 
It is not thought that it will apply to 
any but distinctively Roman Catholic 
countries, as special privileges are gen­
erally allowed to the church in coun­
tries. where it is in a missionary state. 
This decree is not entirely a new one, 
it having been strictly observed for 
some years past in Quebec, and in the 
archdiocese of Cologne in Germany.
