Camp Borden, July 11.—Despite the 

threats of last night and the rumors 
affoat tills morning that the London and 
Western Ontario units would not turn 
out to the review this morning, every 
man was on the march to the parading 
area before 10 o'clock.

This does not prove, however, that 
the trouble is over. The men of the 
various battalions marched along sul­
lenly, and it was considered that they 
were liable to make a run at the slight­
est provocation. AU had the water- 
bottles, denied them yesterday, but did 
not carry rifles.

The day is intensely hot and the air 
is thick with dust and sand.

Won't Salute Hughes.
During the leaving of the camp by 

the several Western Ontario units there 
were stray shouts of: "We won’t pres­
ent arms to Sam Hughes."

"Just wait and see what we will do." 
"We won't be here much longer." 
Another storm may break at any mo­

ment, although the officers now think 
they have the situation well under

T ONDON and Western Ontario cits- 
L zens will regret the outburst ot 
violence at Camp Borden in which 
troops from this district were largely 
concerned. But in view of the cir­
cumstances attending the removal of 
the troops and the conditions under 
which the troops lived for the first 
few days to gratify the vanity of Can­
ada’s war lord at a grand review, the 
incident is not surprising.

These men, who while in London 
acted as gracefully and with as per­
fect behavior as could be desired, 
were sent out on a gruelling march 
without water bottles. They had to 
face the burning sun and the burning 
sand that blows across the camp at 
times. Many of them dropped, and 
they could not get water to wet their 
parched tongues. It is said they were 
even refused permission to fall out tn 
order to drink water from the unfil­
tered waters of a creek.

It was all in preparation of a parade 
in honor of Sir Sam Hughes, as the 
sudden departure from London, the 
tearing away from home and family, 
were also in preparation for the great 
review organized for today. The ac­
tion of Sir Sam Hughes lost hundreds 
of good men to the country, and it 
stirred feelings of violence that had 
their outlet in last night’s unfortunate 
occurrence.

Canadian soldiers have not done this 
thing before. They have submitted 
themselves to stern discipline, and 
they have done their duty in Canada 
and in France. They have behaved 
themselves. But red-blooded men who 
were given to understand that they 
would be trained in London revolted at 
the unnecessary suffering which they 
were compelled to undergo. They could 
not withhold their protests.

"We want to go back to London!" 
was the cry of the soldiers. ‘We 
want to fight, not eat dust and parade 
for Sir Sam Hughes!"

The thought of these men, who 
come from the finest homes in West- 

I ern Ontario and London, being de­
prived of water at a Canadian train­
ing camp and made to face conditions 
which may be unavoidable in Meso­
potamia, but are wholly inexcusable 
in Canada, is revolting. The unreadi­
ness of the camp was not the fault 
of the soldiers. "Ceremonial parades” 
they are sick and tired of. They have

25,000 Marched Past.
The review proper started at noon, 

when 25,000 passed the reviewing sta­
tion. The parade was carried out as 
planned. The men, despite the heat 
and dust, went through the man­
oeuvres in splendid style. Up until 1 
o’clock no further demonstrations had 
started, and the men marched back to 
enjoy the half-holiday, following the 
ceremonial parade.

Many Toronto Visitors.
Sir John Eaton, in his private car, has 

just reached the parade grounds. Two 
hundred other visitors came up from To­
ronto on the morning trains for the re- 
view.

Lady Hughes and her party arrived 
at 11 o’clock to take part in the big re­
view.

Gen. Bertram, Col. "Joe Oliver," To­
ronto, and others were in the headquar­
ters staff, which, under Major Bassett, 
was on hand to welcome the ladies of 
the department. Five big motor trucks, 
on which seats had been placed and 
steps constructed, took the visitors to 
the reviewing stand four miles away.

London, July 11.—The British lines north of the Somme are gradually

This process has been further accelerated by the taking of several 
lines of German trenches In Mametz wood.

The entire village of Montauban Is now in possession of the British, 
while the greater portion of the Mametz wood is in their hands, the 
official statement asserts.

Five hundred additional prisoners have been taken by the British, 
and four pieces of artillery including a heavy howitzer.

FERD D FEARS LIES
Says If He Moves Force French 

and British Will Attack.
New York. July 11.—The follow­

ing News Agency dispatch from 
Rome is published here today:

Kaiser Wilhelm and Emperor 
Francis Joseph have sent an urgent 
request to Czar Ferdinand that he 
dispatch Bulgarian troops to the 
Galician and Trentino fronts to 
help check the Russian and Italian 
offensives. This information was 
received from Geneva today.

A delegation of Austro-German 
military and diplomatic officials 
arrived at Sofia on Sunday, carry- 
ing the request. They pointed out 
to the Bulgarian ruler that con­
tinued successes for the Russians 
and Italians would bring Rumania 
into the war, and that Bulgaria 
would then be squeezed between 
the Rumanian army on the north, 
and the Allied forces in Greece and 
crushed.

Czar Ferdinand replied that the 
withdrawal of Bulgarian troops for 

iservice In Galicia, or on the Italian 
front would invite an immediate 
attack by the Allies from Saloniki. 
He promised, however, to submit 
the appeal to the Bulgarian general 
staff.

NEARING SECOND LINE,
With the British Armies in the Field, July 11.—Noon, via London, 

8:27 p.m.—After the assault of last night the British remain in posses­
sion of Contalmaison, holding it against German counter-attacks and 
furious shellfire. Fighting continued through the night from Ovillers 
and La Boisselle to Trones wood. The British, bombing their way for- 
ward, gained considerably in Mametz wood and took all except the 
point of fiercely disputed pear-shaped Trones wood, clearing the ay 
with each step toward the German second line on the ridges beyond.

The infantry is at such close quarters in the woods that the guns 
on neither side are firing at the first line for fear of bitting their own 
men. Overhead shells are screaming past into the reserves, to keep 
assistance from those tn the front positions.

HOLD ENTIRE VILLAGE.
The statement follows:
Last night, after a brisk bombardment, our infantry again carried 

Contalmaison by assault, taking 189 unwounded prisoners, including a 
battalion commander and four other officers. A strong counter-attack 
delivered by the Germans during the night was beaten back with 
heavy loss to the enemy, and the whole village is now in our hands

"Further east we stormed several lines of trenches in the Bois De 
Mametz, and the greater part of this large wood is now in our possess­
ion. Here we captured one heavy howitzer, three field guns and 226 
unwounded prisoners, including three officers.

"In continuation of the report on aerial combat one or

London, July 11—11:45 a.m.—With 

the capture by the French of La 
Maisonnette Hill which dominates 
the valley of the Somme, and from 
which everything that happens in 
Peronne can be observed, one of the 
primary objects of the Anglo- 
French offensive has been achieved. 
The two armies now are engaged in 
an effort to organize and extend the 
limits of the ground they have 
gained and in repelling German 
counter attacks, which are directed 
particularly against the British to 
the north of the river, where they 
succeeded in regaining a footing in 
the Trones wood. At other points, 
however, the British have been able 
to make some progress, although 
necessarily slow, against well- 
fortified positions.

Shelled Allied Front.
The Germans, on their part, are

heavily shelling the Allied front 
from Lens to the Belgian coast, but 
thus far there have been no at­
tempts at infantry actions except 
for the usual raids in which both 
sides engage.

The Russians continue their ad­
vance towards Kovel and now are 
engaged in a pitched battle along 
the banks of the Stokhod, which 
they have crossed at some points. 
On the rest of the eastern front, 
while there is continuous fighting 
at many places, no important change 
occurred. Both sides are concen­
trating their efforts on the Lutsk 
salient to the east of Kovel.

In the Caucasus and Mesopotamia 
the fighting between the Turks and 
the Russians continues with vary- 
ing results. The weather in the 
greater part of this region, which 
is extremely hot, precludes any sus­
tained efforts.
