Helvetia, with a general cargo, which 
started from Antwerp April 23d for Mon­
treal, sank off Scatter ie, Cape Breton, on 
Saturday. This is the fourth steamer 
which that line has lost in as many years. 
Only thirteen months ago the Daniel 
Steinmann crashed on the rocks at Sam- 
bro Islands, and 124 lives were lost. A 
remarkable coincidence is that Captain 
Schoonhaven, who commandad the Daniel 
Steinmann, was also in command of the 
Helvetia, and this was the first passage 
across the Atlantic which he has made 
since the wreck of the Steinmann. The 
Helvetia arrived in the Gulf of St. Law­
rence over a week ago, and has been 
knocking about in the ice for seven or 
eight days. Her bows were stove in and 
she was otherwise damaged by the ice. 
She was leaking badly, and on Friday 
Capt. Schoonhaven left. Cape Ray and 
bore up for Sydney, having all he could 
do to keep the ship afloat.

THE ROCK CRUSHER
and steam drill have been utilized to good 
advantage this year. For some months 
past the steam drill has been engaged at 
Marvin’s hill in getting out metal for 
macadamizing the streets. A gang of 
about fifteen men was constantly 
ployed working the engine and drill, 
removing the rock and reducing it to the 
size required by the crusher.

1,700 YARDS Or ROCK 
have been taken out and piled up, the hill 
being pretty well cut down to its proper 
grade. The cost of the rock per yard is 
$1 50, including all expenses in running 
the drilL Hand labor last year in blast­
ing rock cost $3 per yard.

Last week the steam roller was moved 
from Marvin’s hill to Bay street, and the 
rock crusher from head of Yates street to 
the same place. Governors were placed 
on the engine, and yesterday morning 
the work of crushing the rock left from 
last year was begun. A force of six 
are required to run the engine and 
crusher. These are paid $2.60 per day. 
Hand labor has been paid $1.26 per yard 
for breaking stone. The crusher averages

Just as the steamer left 
the dock at San Francisco a white 
and t^ro Chinese arrived. They seemed 
annoyed at not arriving in time, and 
spoke to his little daughter and also his 
niece. They told them that he (the cap­
tain) should mind his own business 
and not to interfere with others; and 
it would serve him right if he was 
killed. This greatly alarmed the tittle 
girl and niece, who wrote the captain the 
incident. He remained in Victoria for a 
week or to and proceeded home.

The evidence he gave in the case is isa­

ng in his book were by the 
person. The detective then returned to

Dubois stated that he knew the prisoner, 
but had not heard from her since leaving 
Brentwood.
