STRI(KES AND THE PUBLIC.

The necessity for legislation upon the’ sub-
ject of railroad strikés is clearly pointed out
in an article in the current number of Har-
per's Weekly, It ghows that the law pro-
vides for the safety of persons and the
transportation of property, and requires of
the railroad company a proper perform-
ance of its contract with ,the publie, Any
interruption of traffic is a just cause of
public complaint and demand for redress.
But the railroad company in this sense  in-
cludes the operating fgmge, without which
the sarvice cannot be pesflormed. This view
was held by the State Board of Mediation
and Arbitratiop in 1837, which declared:

A railroad is a quasi-public highway of the
Btate, subject as much to regulq,tlon by the
State for the pubhc beneflv abd for the pro-
tection 2! the lives of people wha travel and
for the transit of the property. earried on it
as if the State owned and operated it itself.
‘When a man takes service upon a raflroad,
whether as an agent of the corporation or
an operative upon the line, he becomes a
quasi-public officer and hence subject to such
regulation by law in the discharge of all his
duties and the timé and manneér " of his
abandonment of them al are appropriate to
protect theé Hves of the transit
of property carri upOn the road. No
