Noon. Since our last issue this community and 

those of the surrounding country have been 
in a state of intense excitement owing to the 
mysterious death of A. D. Cameron, Esq., a 
brief announcement of which was made in 
our issue of last week ; and the daily develop­
ments transpiring have led to an intensified 
interest never equalled in the history of the 
county. It is only natural for human nature 
to err in reaching conclusions drawn from the 
highly-colored reports that reach the masses 
from hour to hour in connection with a sen­
sation similar to the one now agitating the 
public mind; but as the revelations which 
have been brought to light in connection 
with the demise of our former citizen are so 
self-convincing and supported by a chain of 
circumstances leading up to the belief that 
death was caused from an overdose of mor­
phine, it would be almost impossible to make 
the majority of the people who have fol­
lowed the evidence thus far obtained, arrive 
at any other conclusion than that Mr. Cam­
eron came to his death from other than na­
tural causes. Let the result be as it may, it 
is to the credit of the authorities of the 
town, that after hearing the stories circulated 
by some of the residents living adjacent to 
the premises in which the death occurred, 
they thwarted the plans of Mrs. Cameron, 
whose intention it was to have the remains 
conveyed to Pictou for burial, and for which 
purpose a sum of money had been given Mr. 
Farnsworth, by intercepting him and order­
ing him to convey the casket to the Court 
House, as it was deemed necessary to make 
an inquiry into the now strongly suspicious 
circumstance.

As soon as the necessary arrangements 
could be effected for an inquest, Dr. S. 
Primrose of Lawrencetown was called 
to hold the same. This occurred on Tues­
day, when Mr. Farnsworth, Dr. G. llarnaby 
and R. D. Taylor were examined, and though 
we cannot furnish our readers with the evi­
dence of these witnessess it was of such a 
nature as to cause the jury after being 
only a short time, to arrive at the conclusion 
that a postmortem was necessary, when the 
court adjourned till Wednesday, Feb. 1st.

Mrs. C. took 
a satchel as—The Hawaiian Kingdom, or group of 

Sandwich Islands, has been attracting a good 
deal of attention of late. About three weeks 
ago a revolution broke out, the reigning 
queen was deposed, a provincial government 

~~ ‘"Established, and a delegation sent to Wash­
ington with a petition asking the American 
government to annex the islands to the 
United States.

This group of islands, as is of course well 
known, is situated in the Pacific Ocean mid­
way between the American continent and 
japan, and they therefore form a convenient 
coaling station for steamers engaged in trade 
between this continent and China and Japan. 
The population of the islands, according to 
the census of 1890, was 89,990, of which 
34,500 were natives, 15,000, Chinese, 12,000 
Japaueseu6,000 half-casts, 7,500 native born, 
but of American parentage, 2,000 Americans, 
8,600 Portugues 1,300 British 1,600 Germans 
ami about 100 French. The total public debt 
of the islands ou March 31, 1892 was 3,217,- 
J61, total revenue about $3,900,000, total real 
and personal property assessed in 1890 
$36,056,620.

The difficulty which led to the present out­
break and revolution is just what might be 
expected of a country composed of such a 
variety of. people and interests. The native 
population is extremely jealous of the foreign 
element, the latter of which under the late 
order of things has been holding the princi­
pal officers of the government. The queen 
w ho is herself a half cast, yielding to the 
clamors of her native subjects, was about to 
promulgate a new constitution, depriving 
foreigneers of the franchise and of all voice 
in the government of the country, which 
would of course subject all foreign residents 
to a government of exclusively native rule. 
Thereat the foreign residents met aud by 
resolution declared the queen deposed and a 
provisional government established, troops 
from a United States warship being in the 
meantime landed to preserve order.

The Hawaiian difficulty is simply the old 
question of the survival of the fittest; the 
struggle for mastery between the ignorant 
and uncivilized native and his enlightened 
white brother, and there can be little ques­
tion what the ultimate outcome will be. 
The action which the American Congress 
will take in response to the petition of the 
provincial government asking for annexation 
will be watched with deep interest. A few 
years ago when the United States was gran­
ted a coaling station on one of fihe islands 
there was a distinct understanding entered 
into between England, Germany and the 
United States that neither power would at­
tempt to annex or seize any of these islands. 
It now remains to be seen, whether the 
American Congress will break faith with 
the other powers by annexing them. Queen 
Liliuokalam the late sovereign is 55 years of 
age and she is described as a very intelligent 
good-looking woman. She succeeded to the 
throne on the death of her brother the late 
king Kal&kaua on January 29th 1891. A 
member of the late King’s cabinet was a 
Canadian. He was for years the attorney 
general and a leading member of the govern­
ment. Tht re are also several Nova Scotians 
residing at Honolulu, the capital of the 
islands.

EVIDENCE OF THE PHYSICIANS.
Dr. DeBlois, sworn: Dr. Freeman and 1 

conducted the post mortem examination. 
We examined the body. We first made a 
very thorough examination of the brain; 
found no disease of that organ such as effu­
sion of blood or cerum which would cause 
death. We also examined his kidneys aud 
liver; there was no disease of those organs 
that could cause death. We next drew a 
quantity of urine from the bladder, which 
we found distended. We then removed the 
stomach for analysis. Both the stomach 
aud urine were handed to the coroner to he 
forwarded for examination and analysis. 
These were put in a glass jar and sealed, and 
delivered to thevoroucr. It was not neces­
sary from the symptoms to examine heart or 
lungs. There was no natural cause for 
death that I could discover.

Dr. I. B. Freeman, sworn: The symp­
toms as detailed by I)r. Barnaby were 
strongly those of morphine poisoning. I 
assisted at the autopsy fçoin commencement 
to end. We made an exceedingly careful 
examination. There was no accumulation 
of water or clot in the brain. I wish to 
state here that the symptoms detailed by 
Dr. Barnaby in his examination in reference 
to the uniform contraction of the pupils is 
distinctive of morphine poisoning. In other 
conditions of brain trouble one pupil would 
be dilated and the other contracted, or both 
dilated, but never both contracted, 
degree of contraction of pupil is another 
strong feature of the case. What is called 
pin head contraction usually takes place in 
death by morphine. The retention of the 
urine is another strong symptom of mor­
phine poisoning. We sent the stomach and 
a quantity of the urine for chemical analysis. 
Morphine poisoning leaves no traces by 
which we can discover its presence in the 
tissues. Its presence can only be discovered 
by chemical analysis. The bladder w as full; 
not distended. In cases of morphine poison­
ing the bladder is found full after death. 
This was the ease with Mr, Cameron. One 
kidney was healthy, the other not so 
healthy; but there was nothing in its con­
dition to produce death.

—Dr. Weldon, dean of the Halifax Law 
School and member for Albert County, N. 
B., has introduced into the Dominion Par­
liament a bill to disfranchise corrupt voters. 
Under this bill a man who can be convicted 
of taking a bribe, whether for voting or re­
fraining from voting, can be deprived of his 
vote for a period of ten years. There is, we 
believe, at present, a law to punish the 
giver of bribes but none to meet the case of 
the corrupt elector who sells his vote. Dr. 
Weldon’s bill is therefore another step in 
the direction of securing purity at elections. 
There are unfortunately in many constitu­
encies a certain number who look upon the 
franchise not as a sacred trust to be dis­
charged honestly and conscientiously as the 
best interests of the country demand, but 
rather as a commodity from which a money 
consideration may be derived. These men 
surely do not deserve votes and to deprive 
them of the franchise is simply to take 
from them something they 
of using properly. Iu the 
liberty of buying and using drugs has been 
taken from all but those who understand 
their proper use. The corrupt voter is one 
of the worst evils of our system of parlia­
mentary government. It is unreasonable to 
expect honesty in politicians unless the 
people themselves are first honest. The 
electors are the source, the fountain head, of 
political power in all countries enjoying rep­
resentative institutions. If that be pure 
and above the power of temptation it will 
not take long to secure absolute purity in 
the entire machinery of government.
