Preeminently loyal, and steadly progres-
sive, Canadais, assuredly, one of tle brigh-
test gems in the BritishCrown and I humbly
trust that the regiment in which I have been
honored with a commission, will not be un~
worthy of an already great, glorious, and-
growng country. S ;
. Gentlemen :—Let me, perhaps for the on-
ly time that opportunity may: aflord, say so-
niething personal. Born in Port Hope, ha~
ving as a residentithere an esteemed father,
and not a'few of kith and kin, to whom I
um under the deepest obligations, and—
may [ am permitted to say-—not a few- ster-
ling friends, - there are Ieelings, scarcely
describable, arising within me at this' mo-
ment of departure from -nearly alll love.

consider the followng resolutions:
Resolved ;— Lo

1. That the construction of an Inter~-Colo-,
nial Railway connecting the - Provinces of
New Bruonswick and Nova - Scotia with Ca~
nada, has-long been regarded as a matter of
National concern,” and ought earnestly to be
pressed on the consideration of the Imperial
Government. . ) .

2. That during several months of the year
Intercowrse between the United Kingdom
and’Canada can only be carried on. through
the Territory of the United States of Ame-
viéa, and that such dependence on, and
eXclusive relations with a Foreign Conntry

caunot, even in time of peace, but exercise

an important and vnwhelesome influence on
the status of Canada as a portion of the Em-
pire, and -may tend to “establish elsewhere
that identity of interest which ought to ex-
ist between the Mother Country and her Co-
lonies. o

3. That while this House implicitly relies
on the repeated assurances of the Imperial
Government that the strength of the Empire
would be put forth to secure this Province,
against exterhal aggression, . it is convinced
that such 'strcngﬁx cannot be efficiently
exerted during. a large portion of, the year
from the absence of sufficient means of com-
muanication, and that should the amicable

‘reldtions which at present so happily. exist

between: Great Britain and the United, States
be ever distarbed;:the difficulty.of acgess to
the Ocean during the Winter months might
seriously-endanger the safety of the Provin-
ce. ES A .

4. That in view of the speedy opening up
of the Territories now occupied by the
Hudsen’s Bay Company, and of the develop-
meit and settlement of the vast regions be-
tween Canada and the Pacific Occean, it is
essential to tne interests of the Empire at
large that a highway extending from the
Atlantic . Ocein Westward exist, which
would at one place the whole British posses-
sions in ‘America within the ready access
and easy protection of Great Britain, whilst
by the tacilities for internal communication
thus afforded, the prosperity of those great
Dependencies. would be promoted, their
strength consoliduted and  added to the
strength of the Empire, and their permanent
Union with Mother Country secured. .

5. ‘That Canada has. already nearly com-
pleted the constrnction within the Province
ofa, chain of Railways over 1600 miles in

“length, extending from the Enstern Frontier

of the Provinco towards its Western Boun-
dary, which is of the greatest importance to
its Commercial and material prosperity, and
forming part of the great proposed High-
way, by which withont completion to the
Ocean is fjeornpara‘ively useless in a natio-
nal point of view, either as bringing the sis-
ter Colonies together, or as connecting those
Colonies with the Parent State.

6. That this House, under these circanms-
tance is deeply impressed’ with the impor-
tance of au_lnter-Colonial Railway, and the
necessity for its immedizie construction s
and desiring 10 co-operate with the Imperial
Government and the Provinces of Nova Sco-
tia’ and New Brunswick, in secuaring its
speedy completion, this Hounse. upproves of
the Memorandum addressed to Her Majes-
ty’s Secretary of State for the Colonies,” by
the Canadian Delegates, and laid before
Parliament by His Excellency the Governor
