TELEGRAMS.

Lonvoy, March 8.—A Cabul despatch says
it 18 reported that Abdul Rahman Khan has
been repulsed. Insurgent overtures incline
towards the British. The Afghansare favour-
ably impressed by the establishmentof a dis-
pensary hospital at Cabol, where 11,000
patients have been treated the past two
months. There is much sickness among the
Kuram valley forces. The British authorities
have presented Bhere All, Governor of Can-
dahar, with a battery of six-pounders, and
2,000 smooth-bore Enfield rifles in recogaition
of his friendship. The approaching spring
renders the early resumption of hostilities
probable. General Roberts estimates the
enemy's force at 60,000,

Lord Beaconsfield has announced that Par-
liament will be dissolved before Easter and
that a general election will take place In
May.

Tho news of the dissolution of Parliament
created great excitement in the Provinces.
The Post approves of the dissolution, and
says it is not only in England, but also in
Ireland, that the result of the forthcoming
elections will be watched anxiously. Imme-
diately after the announcement of the disso-
lution Parnell was telegraphed to return.

TNEASINESS OF THR LIBEBALS—PARNELL'S PAR.
TISANS ACTIVE.

Sir Stafford Northcote, Chancellor of the
tixchequer, to-day announced in the House
of Commons that the Government had ad-
vised the Queen to dissolve Parliament at
Easter. He remarked that if the dissolution
could be arrived at, on or near the date men-
tioned, 8 general election could be held and
the new Parliament assemble in the beginning
of May. The Chancellor further announced
that he would be able to bring for-
ward the budget on Thursday next. After
the voting of the budget the Government
would not attempt to pass any of
the measured now pending, save those
which have already passed through commit-
tee. At the conclusion of the Chancellor’s
remarks, Mr. Forster, member for Bradford,
said that on behalf of the Opposition he
would expruss his satisfaction with the date
annouanced by the Chanceller for the dissolu-
tion. Notwithstanding an attempt toappear
satisfied the Liberals manifested certain indi-
cations of unessiness at having a general elec-
tion forced upon them at so early a date.
The result of the recent eloctions in Liver-
pool and Southwark has greatly diminished
their control in the outcome of an appeal to
the country at the present moment. On the
other hand, the Conservatives are jubilant
and confident, and boast that they will come
back in May with a wmajority of not
less than 120 members. The present
Parliament began February 2ist, 1874, the
Gladstone Government having then remained
in power for five years and 73 days. Soon
after the opening of the morning’s session in
the House of Lords, Lord Beaconsfleld rose in
his place and gave the same notice concern-
ing the coming dissolution of Parliament
that Sir Stafford Northcote had given in the
House of Commons. Hesald that the Minis-
try had decided upon a dissclution ag soon as
possible after the presentation of the budget;
he

understood that tbe Chancellor of the
Exchequer would try to bring the budget
forward early in the present week,and barring
accidents which could noi be foreseen, & dis-
solution could, in bis opinion, be reached on
the 23rd or 24th inst.

‘The Irish found that there was one place
where they need apply, and they took advan-
tage of it. The mmple hearted sons and
dpaghters of parents with whom Faith was
the most living of realities—to whom the
old rosary was a greater consolation than un-
told riches—brought new Llood and new
thought into a country which, young as it
was, gadly needed them. ;

Utter poverty was the principal obstacle
which stood before the new comers in the
road to social equalily; the brogue and
frieze could be forgiven by the classical Yan-

kee, but poverty was a crime against all his-

commandments. The Irish soon changed
all that, and began to possess the land.
Jealousy came in then; but that also had its
day, and now Irigh and even Irish-Americans
bave become almost obsolete terms. We are
all Americans,and & man who s a man and a
Catholic maydo anything in his power without
fearing that tus religion will be in his way.
It is true that, if he enters into politics cer-
tain bigots will forget nefther his nationality
nor his religion; but as iew Catholics have
ever applied to occupyany high office in the
Government, the question whether the voice
of these bigots would control the vote of the
country remains an open one.

The children of those who {aced insolence,
bigotry, and the pride of power, and yet won
a place, who earlier kept the Faith through
famine, fever and persecution, who accepted
a worse martyrdom than that of Saint Sebas-
tian rather than denmy Chriet, have gained
education, comfort and social consideration
ipa land in which their fathers are no
longer allens. Their facility of adopting
themselves - to new circumstances, their
brightness and quickness of perceptions,
the quality of their minds which, like the
facets on a well-cut diamond, make them re-
flect the light around them in more britliant
bues, have made them distinguished. Irish
blood and Irish brain have told; and it would
behard 1o find any great undertaking In which
the descendants of Irishmen in this country
have had no part.

Religion had kept both blood and brain
pure through many generations, and fever and
famine worked in vain. Young Irishmen
and women drank in knowledge as the parched
earth drinks in summer rain. The opportunity
was given them, for the Irish father and mo-
ther, knowing the value of knowledge by its
loss, would have worked their fingers to the
bone rather than that their children should
be ignorant. They were the sinews of the
land; their children are the brain.

No sacrifice was too great for tbe children.
The schoolmaster, with his declensions and
copjugations, had gone to his rest, and it was
no longer necessary to carry turf to the di-
lapidated edifice, when with red noses and
frost-bitten toes, young learners had donned
their « Reading-Mad~-Basys,” which, like
mosat royal roads to learning belied it name.
Still, sacrifices of all kinds had to be made by
Irish parents, that their children might par.
take of the coveted advantages of educa-
tion.

Catholicity had made progress, then, and
this progress {s in the main Jdue to the crusa-
ders who bore the cross from the green island
over the sea, Converts have come to the
Church, it is true, but they have been as
drops of water in a great ocean. It has been
computed that, according to the na-
tural increase of population, the de-
gcendants of the Irish Cathollcs who settled
in the United States within the past half
century, should number more than ten mil-
lions. It is evident them, that whatever
progress the Church has made here is largely
due to the Irish race. DBut either statistics
are wrong or all the Irish havehave not been
true to the faith of their fathers, for, in 1870
there was not very much more than one half
of ten millions of professing Catholics of all na-
tionalities in the United States.

The ten millions of the sons and daughters
of Itishmen are not all here, though no peo-
ple have increased as the Irish people in
Armerica have increased, for death bas made
sad havoc among them, but at least one-third
of their number have lost the faith. The
mortality among the children of Catholic
parents, forced by poverty to live in un.
healthy tenement houses, has been frightful ;
but, even allowing for that the Church's
loss though lessened, has still been very
great, So great as to excite the concern and
horror of all Catholics. Education, In a cer-
tain sense, ease, comfort, and social recogni-
tion appear to Lave broken the bonds which
bound the new generation of Irishmen to
their creed and country, for no Irishman ever
loses his faith without losing his love for the
mother country, The Church has progressed
in America; but is there cause for gratula-
tion when we remember what we have lost ?
Were not poverty and famine betfer than
plenty and ease without the faith ?

Mixed marriages, indiscriminate reading,
«ynsectarian” schools, and social influences,
are responsible for this deplorable loss.
Everywhere throughout the country are
scattered families VLearing good old Irish
names, who cannot conceive that the
Irish blood in their veine was ever
purified by Catholicity. The air that
our childrens Ureathe is tainted. Sociat
apathy will numb them,:f its influence be
not arrested. The malaria surrounds us.
Apparently we are a healthy flock, but what
Catholic who reads this has not noted the
signs of disease? What Catholic, within his
own circle, has not seen the horrible effects
of the influence that is everywhere; it has
been falsely snid that an educated Irishman
becomes Anglicized; it may be truly srid
that a wealthy Irishman becomes apathetic
How many of our prominent men with Irish
name3 who have the reputntion of being
Catizolics are proctical Catholics ? And how

many would be ¢ prominent,” if they were|

conscientiously Catholic ?

Let us not delude ourselves with a fcolish
optimism. ‘The grass may grow in our
churches fifty years from now, if we do. Our
triumph ‘hds not yet come, and it will not
come until we gain what we havelost, As
long as the public schools are filled with
Catbolic children and parochial schdcls are
empty and unsupported, the day of triuomph
will remain afar off. As loog as Catholics
are apathetic and indolent, children will grow
up indifferent. It has been said that no
child yet went to hell that did not fied his
parents.there. Hard as this sounds, it does
'not seem {mpossible when we think of the
apathy and carelessness of go many Catholic
parents to-day.. Cathulic education is the’
only thing that can preventour children from
