Butheavy
considerations restralned the Lords. They
knew, now that the couatry is embarked
in a war, the military ardor of the people is
aroused and it would be dangerous to attempt
a change of Government, at least until their
opponents have made some fatal blunder, or
their forces in Egypt have suffered a serious
disaster. DBesides the Conservative press
cannot very well complain while Gladstone
is carrying out & purely jingo foreign policy
no matter kow much the leaders of the party
in the Commons grumble at being kept in
opposition when there is a chance of crossing
over to the Treasury benches. ‘The Lords
do not want place; they merely wish to
ratain the privileges of the arlstocracy intact.
The pasgage of the Arrears’ blll {8 an un-
doubted benefit to the Irish tenants; far
more of a benefit then the emasculated land
bill of last August, and such being the csse
they must be gratefnl to the Government and
to Arabl Pachs, for were It not for the stand
taken by the latter and the eltuation arising
therefrom, the Liords would have no hesita-
tion in kicking the bill contemptuously out
of thelr noble House. 'What change it may
produce in Ireland remains to be seen.

A GREAT CHANGE.

Those only who have taken s superficial
glance at affairs in Ireland during the past
quarter of a century will despsir of the fature
of the Green Isle. Amidst the conflict of
clasges, under the frown of Dublin Castle
which symbolizes foreign Inflaence in lre-
land, despite of repreesive measures and Coer-
cion acts rapidly succeeding one another, the
crimes of moonlighters and ribbonmen,and the
despotism of landlords, the national idea has
advanced and is advaucing, and public opi-
nion in Ireland, to use the memorable ex-
pression of Chief Baron Wolfe, has grown
racy of the sofl. Thirty years ago Ireland
was8 in a state of lethargy ; hope seemed fled
from the land, and her best and bravest chil-
dren were following in hundreds of thou.
sands across the Atlantic. The Irish Parlia-
mentary party of those days had jast sold
their country 88 treacherously as did
the Parllament of fifty years before, and men
began to ask themaelves in despair if the death
knell of an ancient nation has not struck at
last. ¢ Ireland,” ssid Dufiy, ¢ was a corpse on
the dissecting tabls,” and in order to escape
the final interment, Duffy fled away to the
antipodes as fast as steam could carry him.
Great changes for the better have taken
place since then, and still greater changes are
about to be effected.

We have before us the prospectus of the
College of Ottawa for the academic year
1882 3, 'This excellent Inetitution has now
a fixed reputation and unmistakeable stand-
ing amongst the educationsl establishments
of the Dominion. Ita location at the asea% of
government, 1ts admirable course of studies
and its trained and eflicient staff of professors
comblne o give the College of Ottawa special
claims to patronsge and support. We have,
always held that the past achievements'of an
institutton of this kind form one of the fairest
tests of its merlts aud capabilities,” In the
earlier days of ite history the College of Ot-
tawa had many difficulties to encounter. The
community fn the midat of which it was estab-
lished was new and Jstruggling, and the city
of Ottawa a comparatively isolated place.
Until ten or twelve years ago there was but
one railway connecting the city with the ont-
ar world, while the navigation of the Ottawa
River affording in summer the only public
means of intercourse with the large sections
of country lying emst and west of the city
was, owing to natural obstructions, elow, tor-
tuods and unpleasant. From this difficulty the
ueefulnees of the College was greatly restrict-
¢d. Now things have very materinlly
changed in this regard. The Dominion me-
tropolis 18 brought by the Oauada Pacific R. B.
through 1its various brauncheer into essy and
rapld commmunication with the whole of Can-
ada and tho United States. I1f the College of
Ottawa in days gone by was enabled to do so
very much tn a limited sphere, can we not
expect much mora from it, now that the
aphere of its beneficlal operations have been so
largely extended, as evidenced by the pros-
psctus before us? The College bas, as our
readers ars aware, under an Act of the Parlis-
ment of old Canada passed In 18686, the power
of conferring Unlversity degrees. This pow-
or the faculty has uced most sparingly and
judicionsly. In the. prospectus we have 'a
Hst of graduates whose names and merita re-
flect credit on the institution. The College’
of Oltawa has recently received from  His
-Holiness Pope Leo X111 a speclal mark ot
favor sond distinotion. His Hollness has besn
pleaged to grant a silver medal annually for
the next five years, te be competed for by the
etudents in pbilosophy. This s, we learo,
thoe first time such a distioguished honor has
been grantsd any college in Awmerica, and per-
sps anywhere outside of ftsly. The last
year's work in the College was most satisfac-
tory in all respeots, and s & strong guarantae
of its future successful achlevements. = - |
