Recreation ig
allowed tiil two. Duties again till five. Tea at
geven ; snd office and chapel till ten, when-all re-
tire to rest. The soperior states that none will be
allowed to joiu the order ualesa they can produce
good testimoninls a8 to their efficiency and good liv-
ing. The novitiate lasts for six mouths, at the ex-
piration of wiich the vows of paverty, chastity, and
implicit obedience are taken.—Newcastle Chronicle.

Thus much is said, not to
do az injustice to * Father [goatiug,’ but to chronicle
the impressions which came over our mind, whilst
listening to his address of two hours' duration. The
matter of bis discourse—aad the msnner of its re-

SLAVERY (¥ AMERICA.
(To the Editor of tie London Times,)

* Sir,—Mr, Baxter, referred to in your able leader of
td-dey does not siaud nlone in his belief thas the
Nortbern States of Americu are opponeats of negro
glavery, and the theory that they have been fighting
for ita abolition, You will find in private life many
1ntelligent and. otherwise well-informed mer whe
are victims of this delusion.

Allow me to suggest a mode of arriving at the
truth in thia matter.

The Constitution of the United States left the ques-
tion of slavery in the hands of the separate States,
each to determioe for itself. So far, therefore, the
existence of negro slavery, if nol confirmed, was re-
cognized and permitted by the Federal Congtitution.
It wag & part of the flaw ot the land,! Bug, like any
other part of the coustitutional law a mede for i
removal or correction was provided. Now, I ask,
did the Northern States, or the representatives of
those {Statates, ever raile the question or propose to
pegative the permission of slavery before eitber the
Senate or the House of Representative3 (the Honse of
Lords and ot Commaons), and take, or ever propose
the formal and legal steps for that alteration of the
Constitution which would have cancelled the limited
toleration by which alone slavery was permitied ?
Did they -in their alleged hatred of aegro slavery
ever take those steps by the Constirution for its ex-
tinction by legal and peaceful meana? Did they re-
peatedly, and for the course of years, adopt this
course, and pertinaciously pursue it? Did they ten
timeg, in this their Parlinment, propose, in thig legal
form, the abolition of negro slavery ? Did they pro-
pose it five times? Did they propose it oace ?

The North commercially has been the counting-
house of the South, They have conducted, and there-
fore could have controlled, all it3 affairs. Can the
merchants of New York, in their alleged hatred of
slavery, praduce & single case in which they have re-
fused a commission of 2 or 5 per cent., or declined a
brokerage, ou the grouad tkat the trassaction was
tainted with slavery ?

What e broker in Wall-street has iz pest time re-
fused to discount a bill because it wae a cotton bill,
founded and produced by this much-hated institu-
tion ? : .
Tell ug—Ilet us know, that we may honor them —
the names of the Wilberforces and the Clarksons
who have signalised themselves during the last 10 or
20 years in the Northern States by their pablic war
oot against the Soutn, but the slavery of the South.
Let their names bs now published to to the world ;
let medals be struck, and statees erected for them ;
et them not ‘die without their fame;

Hag not the ‘Monroe doctrine’' more to do with
this hateful and bigod-atained war than has *he abo-
lition of slavery ?

Gavarnzi—To the Ediior of the Weekly Register —
Sir,—I was induced through curiosity to attend yes-
terday a lecture given by Gavazzi on Italian and
English Catholicism. The audience was not nu-
merous ; I should think it scarcely exceeded thirty,
or, at the most forty. Ag all of them were unkunown
to me, I could not judge of their intelligence, but it
did not appear that Gavazzi had formed a high es-
timate of it, o> he would pot venture to tell them
that Cutholics left out the Second Commendment,
and that the different Orders iu their Church were
so many different denominations implying that they
were so many differest religions. Gavazzi's style
was declama'tory,and his gesiiculations and grimaces
borderad on the burlesque. He compleined thag
Englaod sent forty thousand pounds to Jerssalem to
convert the Jews and failed, he could ot get eighty
pounds to comvert Italy, a far more important
objeet, for if Italy were converted to Protestantism,
it would be a death blow to Popery in Engiand. His
abuse of the Cutholic Church was of the ordinary
kind, such a3 we seo stereotyped in the anti-Outho-
lic Press. He was equally severe on the Caurch of
England, aad especially on'the Bishop of London for
allowing within his diocese such exhibitions ag those
at All Saints, St. Margaret's, and similar Puseyite
Churches. Hedenounced the High Church party
a5 treacherously underining tkeir own Church and
promotiag Popery, =2pd that tod by meang of the
very funds which Protestants themeelves supplied.
He stated that three huodred Protestant Clergymen
had goope over to Rome—that Popery was making
immense progress in the country, especially amongst
the nigher and lower classes; that within the last
nine years more perve:siond had taken place than
in the three hundred and fifty years preceding; iu-
deed he did not hesitate to declare his conviction
that Englond was rapidly degenerating into Popery,
and that the only stay of Protestantism in this coun-
try was 1o be found amongst the middle ciasses snd
especislly the Dissenters, but even amongst them
suok only as repudiated Gothie churches and con-
fined themselves to . the architecture of the old Dia-
genting cbapels. He considered that all those who
built Gothic churches were in reality buoildiag them
for the Papists. .From the desponding view be took
of Protestantism apd the immense progress he at-
tributed to Catholicism, I am disposed to believe his
lecture would do far more good than harm {o the
Catholic canse; for if in England, ia this enhight-
ened nineteeath century, whez every ons is at hibex-
ty not only to form his opinions but express them,
if under-circumstances so favorable to the develop-
ment of truth, Catholicis: has 8iill mede auch ad-
vances, surely even the least reflecting person must
be convinced that it cannot -be that compouund of
fraud and igoorance which its enemies have ‘go in-
judicioiziily represented it to'be,‘_andeven such a
pecson may ‘be induced 'to enquire into a syitem
which, even on the showing of its bitterest oppo-
peuts, kas captivated the minds o_f the most intetled-
tua) classes of society, = Oobsidering how such. lec-
tures.are calcuisted to advance the cause of Uatho-
‘licism, I am surprised the acute Mr.' Whalley has
not thought it his publi¢. duty to denocunce Gavazzi
pe- ¢ & Jesuit in disguise.!

‘When, however, Dr, Pusey quits the dizcussion of
clerical responsibility, aad addresses himseif 1o the
relation between pround, it is » perfectly fair
question whetber the Church-— that is the eclergy,
ought to lhave exclusive jurisdiction in spiritual
causes over the clerical body, aod we venture to
assert that it is s perfectly simple one. What Dr.
Pasey conaiders rightis plain enough. Referring
withenvy to the liberiy of tha Wesleyans, Baptisls,
and other Dissenters, he tells ua that “it is a case
whitout parallel that the Church should not have the
puwer either explaining toe mearing of her own
formularies or of making them clear, if others
judicial authorities shouid allege them to be ambizu-
vus.” There is scarely o word in thiz sentence that
does not involve anerrorof fact. The Chkarch has
the power of explaining any formularies whatever,
and of definiug that which Courte of Law have
declered to be ambiguons. What she has uot iz the
power of ousting from his pralerment any clergyman
who differs from the majority, but is careful to keep
within thelaw. Nor cuu *he formulaties in quesstiou
be called ‘ ber owa formularies,” in Dr. Pusey's
sense, inasmuch a3 they own their validity to the
sanction of the State, which has made them one of
the title-deeds of our clergy.

There is no truth in the statement that the Rev.
Mr. Spurgeon hag, sinee his withdeawal ‘rom the
Evangelical Alliance (announced jo the ¥mes ng an
importent ecclesiastical event), been deputed by
Foreign Office to propose terms of pexce to the
Auwerican belligerents, oo broad Chureh principles.
The fact i3 that 1he noble viscount atthe head of
the goverment, hezarded tba aa3sertion that at least
4 dozen propodals for peace might 28 submitted by
the celebrated despatch writer, if he had the brains
to shape them properly.
