gree entitled to rank as Physicists
(though in general thev assume
the proud title of Philosophers),
who assert that not merely life,
but even evolution and comscious-
ness are mere physical manifesta-
tions. These opposite errors, into;
neither of which it is possibie for
a genuine scientific man to fall, so
long at least as he retains his
reason, are easily seen to be very
closely allied. They are both to be |
attributed to that credulity which
is characteristic alike of ignorance |
and  ‘incapacity. Unfortunately |
there is no cure; the case is hopé-E
less, for great ignorance almost
necessarily  presumes incapacity,
whether it show itself in the com-
paratively harmless folly of ~the
Spiritualist or in the pernicious
nonsense of the Materialist.”
