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Pakistan power proJect negotiatad durlng visit of Ph'. Bhustto

During a visit to Canada of Pakistan
Prime Minister Zulfikar Ali Bhutto and
Rpglum Nusrat Bhutto, Februazy 23 to
26, a protocol was signed between
Canada and Pakistan under which a
boan agreement for $50 million will be
negotiated for a power project in
Pakistan.

The money will be used to finance a
500-KV transmission line from the
Tarbela Dam, the largest earth-filled
dam in the world, to Lyallpur in the
industrial and agricuiltural heartland
of Pakistan. The line will be the first
link ini the Pakistan national power
grid, extending from Tarbela to Karachi,

enabling distribution of economical
hydro-electric power throughout Pakis-
tan. This contribution, the largest Can-
ada bas ever made to a single develop-
ment project in Asia, will include en-
gineering services, transmise ion-uine
equipment and materials and training.

The vis itors were warmly welcomed
in Ottawa and Toronto. They were re-
ceived in Ottawa by the Governor
General and Madame Léger and, in
Toronto, accompanied by Finance
Minister Donald Macdonald, they met
Premier William Davis of Ontario and
Lieutenant-Governor Pauline McGibbon.

Prime Minister Trudeau discussed cur-
rent international and bilateral issues
and participated in a meeting of Minis-
ters and senior officiais chaired by
Secretary of State for External Affair8
Allan J. MacEachen.

To facilitate de-
velopment of trade and to encourage
investinent, they signed a convention
between the two countries for the
avoidance of double taxation and an
agreement regarding investment in-
surance.

"I think it can be helped by having
Nova Scotia fishermen and the men
who run the big ships take turns fish-
ing and let the Nova Scotia fisherman
go first and the big ships go next put-
ting bach ail small fish."

"I thînk it might be helpful if they
made a rule that if any foriegn ship
cornes within 30 miles of the coast
they could be siczed and fined
money."

"I think that the fis herinen should
make a borderline between themselves.
This way they would each have their
own fishing banks."

"It mîght be helped if the fis hermen
from other countries are only allowed
a certain amount of fish to each boat."

"I think it might be helped if we got
a 200 mile range so the trallers won't
take any more fish."

"I think it would help if Canadians
passed a law that would prohibit fish-
ing around the Novia Scotia banks."
