
The High Contracting Parties hereby make clear that the produets in thiArticle hereinbefore specified shall fot be affeeted by any other Internai Revenue kTax or by any other impost of any character whatsoever which the competent laauthorities of the Domninican Republic may establish and which, by its nature reeau be made applicab~le to the aforesaid products, since it is the intention of athe High Contracting Parties that such products shahl, during the life of the ti,present Agreement, enjoy the same exemptions and privileges, without any inalteration whatsoever, whieh. this Agreement establishes in their favour. e

AnTiCLE 111
Neither Canada nor the Domninican Republie shall establish any prohibitionor maintain any restriction on imports from the territory of the other county fijwhich is flot applied to the importation of any like article origfinating in anypthird country. Any abolition of an import, prohibition or restriction whic dxnay be granted, even temporarily, by either country in favour of an articl inofa third country shall be applied immediately and unconditionally to thedlike article originating ini the terxritory of the other country. These provision8 diapply, equally, to exporta. 

eIn the event of quantitative restrictions being estabished by either Canador the Dominican Republic for the importation of any article, it is agreed that Cin the allocation of the quantity of restricted goods which inay be authorizedafor importation, the otiier country will be granted a share equivalent to therproportion of the trade which it enjoyed in a representative period prior toulthe establiishment of such quantitative restrictions. 
r9In ail matters concerning the rules, formalities or charges imposed in con-neotion with any forin of quantitative restriction on the importation of any in~article, Canada and the Dominican Republic agree to extend to each other evey pfavour granited to a third country.
