
AGREEMENT ESTABLISHING INTERIM ARRANGEMENS FOR
A GLOBAL COMMERCIAL COMMUNICATIONS SATELLIE SYSTEM

The Governments signatory to this Agreement,
Reca.lling the principle set forth in Resolution No. 1721 (XVI) of IGeneral Assembly of the United' Nations that commnunications by meanssatellites should be available- to the Nations of the world as soon as practicalon a global and non-discriminatory basis;
Desiring to establjsh a single global commercial communications satellsystemn as part of an improved global communications network which 'Wprovide expanded telecommiunications services to ail areas o! the world a:which will contribute to world peace and understanding;
Determîned, to, this end, to provide, through the most advanced technoloiavailable, for the benefit of ail nations of the world, the mnost efficient a]economnical service possible consistent with the best and mnost equitable usethe radio spectrumi;
Believing that satellite communications should be organized in such a Wlas to permit ail States to have access to the global system and those Stateswishing to invest in the system with consequent participation in the desigdevelopment, construction (including the provision of equipment), establisiment, maintenance, operation and ownership o! the system;
Believing that it is desirable to conclude interim arrangements providing 19the establishment of a single global commercial communications satellite systelat the earliest practicable date, pending the working out of definitive arrang(ments for the organization of such a system;
Agree as follows:

ARTICLE I
(a) The Parties to this Agreement shail co-operate to provide, in accordanewith the principles set forth in the Preamble to this Agreement, for the desigldevelopment, construction, establishment, maintenance and operation of tùispace segment of the global commercial communications satellite systemn, tinclude

(i) an experimental and operational phase in which it is proposed to luone or more satellites to be placed in synchronous orbit ini 1965;(ii) succeeding phases employing satellites of types to be determiJ1newith the objective of achieving basic global coverage in the latte-part of 1967; and
(iii) such improvements and extensions thereof as the Committee estl3'Iished by Article IV of this Agreement may decide subject to th'provisions of Article VI of this Agreement.

(b) In this Agreement,
(i) the term "space segment" comprises the communications satlliteJand the tracking, control, comlmand and related facilitiez and equ'Pement required to support the operation o! the eomraunica;iOesatellites;

(ii) the terins "design" and "development" iflcludBà racurel,
