
REPORT OF THE MUSTER OF TRADE AND COMMERCE 

Respecting Operations under the 

EXPORT AND I15bRT FelitUTS ACT 

for the year 1950- 

1. This report is submitted pursuant to Section 15 of this Act which 

provides as follows: 

"15. As soon as practicable after the thirty-first day of December 

of each year during which this Act is in force, the Minister 

shall prepare and lay befbre Parliament, if Parliament is then 

in session, a report of the operations under  th is Act for such 

year, or if Parliament id not then in session, within the first 

fifteen days  of the next ehsuing session thereof". 

2. Section 10 of this Act provides: 

"10à The Governor in Council may make regulations: . 

(a) prescribing the terms and Conditions upon which permits may be 

issued and shall continue in force, including a requirement for 

the recovery from the applicant by  Hia  Majesty or any other 

person named by the Minister of a sum which in the opinion of' 

the Uinister represents the pecuniary benefit which has enured 

to the applicant as a result of the payment of subsidy or any 

other advantage conferred by or pursuant to the regulation of 

domestic prices; 

respecting the procedure to be followed in applying for and 

issuing permits; 

respecting information to be furnished by an applicant for a 

permit; 

exempting any person or any goods, or any class of persons or 

goods, from the operation of this Act; and 

generally for carrying out the purposes and provisions of this 

Act". 
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
