
EXCHANGE OF NOTES (July 11, 1956) BETWEEN CANADA AND HONDURAS 1
THE ESTABLISHMENT OF A COMMERCIAL MODUS VIVENDI

Ma. SECRETARY:

I have the honour to inform Your Excellency that the Governmenl
Canada, desiring to strengthen the traditional bonds of friendship and the 9
commercial relations which unite Canada and Honduras, has authorized
to propose to the Government of Honduras, through Your Excellency,
following Commercial Modus Vivendi:

ARTICLE I

a) The Government of Canada and Honduras agree to grant each ot
reciprocally, unconditional and unrestricted most-favoured-na
treatment in all matters referring to duties and other charges
every kind on importation or exportation established in their resi
tive jurisdictions, and as regards the method of levying such du1
and further, as regards the rules and formalities connected «Ç
importation or exportation, and with respect to all laws and reg'
tions affecting the taxation, sale, distribution or use of impoi
goods within the country.

b) Accordingly, articles the growth, produce or manufacture of eil
country imported into the other shall in no case be subject, in reg
to the matters referred to above, to any duties, taxes or charges ol
or higher, or to any rules or formalities other or more burdensc
than those to which the like articles from any other foreign cou'
are or may hereafter be subject.

c) Similarly, articles exported from Canada or Honduras and consig
to the other country shall in no case be subject, with respeci
exportation and in regard to the above-mentioned matters, to
duties, taxes or charges other or higher, or to any rules or formali
other or more burdensome, than those to which the like articles W
