Order in Council P.C. 3946, approved October 1, 1947: authorizing the
Secretary of State for External Affairs to execute, on bchalf of Canada, an
Instrument of Accession to the Convention on the Privilegcs and Immunities of
the United Nations with the reservation that exemption from taxation imposed
by any law in Canada on salaries and emoluments shall not extend to a Cana-
dian citizen residing or ordinarily resident in Canada.
