Clauses 20 to 27, inclusive, were adopted ;
Clause 28: subclause (1) was adopted and subclause (2) was allowed 

to stand ;
Clause 29 stood;
Clauses 30 to 36 inclusive, were adopted ;
Clause 37 wTas allowed to stand;
Clauses 38, 39, 40 and 41 were adopted.
