Hon. 'Sir WILLIAM MULOCK (Post-
master General) :

The former postmaster at Kentvale was
F. B. Kent. On the 4th January last, he
was directed to be removed from his office
because of his having been an active poli-
tical partisan during the last Dominion
election, and also with a view to removimg
the office to a more convenient site. The
present postmaster is John Rousseau, who
was directed to be appointed on the 4th of
January, 190. He is insured under the as-
sessment system. Instructions were given
to the inspector to transfer the office to the
new site, and the department is not aware
whether such transfer has actually taken
place. A petition against the change in the
location was presented, but the decision of
the 4th January last bas been adhered to.
The salary is $25.

FISHERY OVERSEERS IN COLCHESTER.

1. How many fishery overseers are there in
office in the electoral district of Colchester ?

2. What are their names, what is their re-
muneration, and the names of the rivers over
which they have care or jurisdiction u

3. Doas the government assume the duty and
responsibility of enforcing the laws and regula-
tiens respecting the preservation of the inland
and coastal fisheries of Canada ?

4. Is the law regarding the pollution of rivers,
especially in respect to depositing sawdust and
other substances therein, being enforced . If
se, by what officiais ?

5. Does the government contemplate any
efforts te restore or revive the shad fisheries of
the Bay of Fundy ? If so, what scheme for the
revival of said fisheries bas been decided upon ?

6. Have the federal and provincial govern-
ments completed any agreement or understand-
ing in regard to the protection and preserva-
tion of the river, lake nd coastal fisheries of
Canada ?

Hon. SYDNEY FISHER (for the Minister
of Marine and Fisheries)

1. Three.
2. J. W. Davidson, salary $100 per year.

E. H. MeGregor, salary $100 per year. G.
\V. Henderson, salary $75 per year. Each
of these overseers has jurisdiction over the
whole county of Colchester.

3. Yes.
4. Yes by the federal fishery officers.
5. Yes; provision has already been made

for the construction of a shad hatchery.
6. The federal government, by constitu-

tion, possesses the sole right to legislate for
the protection of the sea-coast and inland
fisheries. No agreement in this connection
is therefore necessary. There is a question

e pending between the Dominion and the pro-
vinces regarding rights of fishery below low-
water mark in tidal waters. While this is

undecided. by arrangement with the local
governments, the federal government is con-
tinuing the policy obtaining before the Privy
Council decision, with regard to fishery
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
