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Department of Public Works, I feel sure the
department will do wbatever may lie within
its power and scope.

FISH TRAPS IN BRITISH COLUMBIA

On the orders of the day:

Mr. A. W. NEILL (Comox-Aiberni): I
should like permission to ask a question of
the Prime Minister. In order to rnake the
question intelligible, I would need to state
very briefly the facts upon which the question
is based. It wvill flot take me more than two
minutes to do so, and it will expedite the
business of the house, because otberwise I
would feel justified in moving the adjournment
of the bouse to discuss tbe matter.

There bas just finished its Sitting in British
Columbia a commission whicb bas been con-
sidering the advisability of allowing the use
of fish traps in northern British Columbia
waters. Ail the fishermen, or to be accurate,
99 per cent of the fishermen in British Colum-
bia generally, irrespective of their location,
are bitterly opposed to fish traps as well as
to the commission, and I think I arn safe in
saying that 90 per cent Of the population in
the vicinity affected, that is, Prince Rupert,
irrespective of their occupations, are also
bitterly opposed to both propositions. I said
that thiey were against the commission. The
reason for that is two-fold. First, they think
it is uncalled for, the matter having been
already decided, and, second, ýtbey objeet "o
a commission consisting of only one man."
While hie is a man of undoubted repute and
integrity, they are afraid that in a matter of
..uch importance. the personal views of one
commissioner might affect bis report. I now
corne to the question, or rather, tbe request
that 1 wish to make of the Prime Minister.
To be quite definite, 1 bave put it in writing
and it is this: whetber, before adopting any
policy of again allowing the use of flsh traps
in northern British Columbia waters, bie would
refer the matter f0 the bouse by resolution or
etherwise, so, tbat if could be ful]y discussed.

W. L. MACKENZIE KING
(Prime Minister) : In reply to my bon. friend
I should like t0 say that I amn only one
nmember of the government, and I should like
to have an opportunity to confer with my
colleagues on the rnatter, and give rny lion.

Right Hon. W. L. MACKENZIE KING
(Prime Minister) : I do not know wbetber
my bou. friend was in the house yesterday
wben I referred to t-his matter. I tben tab]ed
the correspondence between Great Britain and
Canada witb reference to tbe treaty, and I
mentioned at the tirne that the British gov-
eroment bad advised us that tbey regardcd
the correspondence between tbe Unite~d States
and Great Britain as largely confidential. I
might say to the bon. mernber tbat when tbat
communication wvas received we drew the
attention of the British governent, to the
very fact hie bas just mentioned, namely, that
there bad been press reports wh.icb would in-
dicate that mucb of tbe correspondence had
neot been regarded as confidiential but was
alrcady published. Having drawn the atten-
tion of the British government to that fact
we hope tihat possibly tbey rnay ho able f0
rneet my bion. friend's wishes in the matter
of hiaving that portion of the' corespondence
tabled as well, but the decision must rest witb
the British goveroment.

Mr. CAHAN: In the communications whicb
pas..ed befween the Hon. Mr. Massey, repre-
senting the Canadian governiment, and the
Secretary of State of tbe United States, certain
quotations weire made frorn the correspond-
ence wbicb had taken place. 1 wonder if we
could bave laid on the table of tbe bouse the
parts of the correspondence whicb contain
those quotations.

Mr. MACKENZIE KING: I shaîl be very
pleased to supplement the despatch which we
have already sent witb an exact quotation of
what my hon. friend bas jusf said.
