That an order of the house do issue for a copy
of all correspondence exchanged between the
C.B.C. and Maurice Sauvé, electoral candidate,
prior to the general elections of 1962 in relation to
a decision respecting French television services in
the Iles de la Madeleine, P.E.I. and Nova Scotia.

Hon. Judy V. LaMarsh (Secretary of State):
Mr. Speaker, any correspondence of the kind
referred to in notice of motion No. 12 would
be the property not of the government but of
the individual who wrote the letter and of
the corporation. Consequently it could not be
produced by the government. I understand,
however, that Mr. Sauvé, who is now a
member of this chamber, is quite willing to
table any such material which is his private
correspondence. That being the case, I ask
leave of the house to table correspondence
dated April 21, 1962, and May 2, 1962 be-
tween Mr. Sauvé and Mr. Alphonse Ouimet
of the C.B.C.

Mr. J. R. Keays (Gaspé): That would be
quite acceptable, Mr. Speaker, because I am
