In view
of the unwarranted seizure by police last week of two
paintings and a print by well-known artists being dis-
played in a legitimate Toronto art gallery, and in view of
the earlier seizure by police in Manitoba of the film "Last
Tango in Paris" and the increasing use of the arbitrary
power of seizure by police forces throughout Canada, has
the minister considered introducing an amendment to the

Criminal Code in order to restrict this type of activity by
police and to restore the power to decide alleged cases of
obscenity to the courts where it belongs?

Han. Otto E. Lang (Minister of Justice): Mr. Speaker,
the question of obscenity in the law is one of the matters
which is being examined by the Law Reform Commission.
However, let me say that I would flot accept some of the
adjectives used by the hon. member, particularly his use of
the word "arbitrary", to describe the operation of the
present law in the Criminal Code against obscenity, which
was introduced when his party formed the government.

Mr. Atkey: A supplementary question, Mr. Speaker.

Mr. Speaker: Order, please. Perhaps the hon. member
might ask a supplementary, then I will recognize the
Leader of the Opposition, and then I shall have to cail
orders of the day.

Mr. Atkey: Is it the minister's position, then, that there
will be no changes to the Criminal Code along these lines
until we have the officiai report of the Law Reform
Commission?

Mr'. Lang: Mr. Speaker, once having referred a subject
matter like this to the Law Reform Commission I would
ordinarily take the position, without absolutely binding
the government to it, of waiting for the final report of the
commission.
