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meeting which is scheduled to take place this Friday in
Washington which will involve Canadian and United
States negotiations on this serious border situation.

Hon. Alastair Gillespie (Minister of Industry, Trade
and Comnmerce): Mr. Speaker, the boit. mîeinher is quite
right. There will be a meeting in Washington this Friday.
It follows upon a meeting which took place in Ottawa
within the last few weeks between Canadian and United
States officiais with a view toward solving the impasse
with respect to cattie and beef products moving both
ways. It is our hope that out of these negotiations there
will come a solution. For that reason, there is not under
active consideration at the present time the kind of meat
import law to which the hon. member bas referred.
