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though the cut indicates that each is composed of 
four. The animals sculptured over the gateway at 
the sides are called monkevs hy Rivero. \\ ithin the 
structure there are five similar gateways shown in the 
preceding cut andhirthe following ground plan. J n

the interior are rooms of cut stone, with inches in the 
walls, an aqueduct, and a reservoir. The quarries 
that supplied the stone for the Huanueo structures 
are still seen about half a mile away. Many traces 
of buildings of round stones in clay are found in the 
same vicinity.

Near ( ’hupan, a tower is mentioned on the verge 
of a precipice overhanging the Uio Mara non. In 
the district of'.lumn there is .a line or system of 
fortifications on the precipitous cliffs of a ravine, built 
mostly of micaceous slate. At Cuzco are some re­
mains of the city of the Incas, and there is said to 
lie some evidence that this city was founded on the 
ruins of another of an earlier epoch; the latter in­
cluding part of the fortification of ( Hlantaytambo, 
built of stones cut in irregular forms, some of them 
of great size, and very neatly joined.
