What the Flight Means;

One of the great revolutions in travel
and express was effected yesterday by
the first successful airplane flight across
the Atlantic from Newfoundland to Ire-
land.

It was made in sixteen hours twelve
minutes. It would take a ship one hun-
dred hours or six times as long.

The same machine would fly from To-
ronto to Ottawa in a little over two |
hours; to New York in a little over four
hours, and so on.

And they are only beginning to work
on speed! So far they have worked
mainly at flight and weight carrying. Four
miles a minute may yet be attained. or
from Toronto to London in ten hours!

And if across sea still more will the
enlarged airplane supersede alt other
systems of travel over land! Only the
speed of the competing railway train is
much higher than that of a ship.

There are scores of firms in England,
and later on in éother countries, who will
be working at airplane advancement and
iighter-than-air ships to handle the pas-
