LUETGERT WAS MOROSE.

The Reb for the Pr tion
Fiad a Rather Chilling Eff¢et

Upon Him.

Chicago, Oct. 8.—The closing day of
the rebuttal evidence of the prosedution
in the Luetgert trial opened this morn-
ing with a continuation of the crisp im-
peachment evidence produced yester-
day. Iref. George C. Dorsey, Field
(‘olumbian . Museum, chief osteologi=nl
expert for the State in this trial, was
called to dispute the evidence of Dr.
H. W. Allport, the principal expert
for the defence. The youthful-appear-
ing professor wus loaded with informa-
tion, and had some hot shot for Dr.
Allport and the other scientific gentle-
men whose testimony, if accepted in full,
practically branded him as a stupid nov-
ice.

Policemen Called.
As a preliminary to Dr. Dorsey's on-
slaught, policemén were called to-day
to impeach certain witnesses - for the4
defen¢e who had identified a picture of
Mpre. Luetgert as that of a woman seen
in Kenosha, Wis., on May 3, 4 and 5.
Detective Bdward Wallbaum testified
that Watt Schooley of Kenosha said he
had not noted the appearance of the
strange woman he saw in Kenosha May
4 enough to be able to identify her,
miuch less a photograph. Prof. Lark de
la Fontaine was called upon to impeach
the evidence of Prof. Long of the North-
western University with reference to
bones. He expressed views upon the
subject in scientific terms directly at
variance with the ideas of Prof. Long.

Prof.: Dorsey followed Prof. De In
Fontaine on the witness stand, and had
just got his fmpeaching battery in good
working order when it was discoverod
that Dr. Allport was not in eourt. The
defence desired that the chief osteol-
ogist of Luetgert's side of the case be
in court to hear himself “roasted,” and
Pl:(l)t. Dorsey was withdrawn tempor-
arily.

Frank Odorofsky. alias “Smokehouse
Frank,” related circumstances following
the disappearanée of Mnms, Luetgert,
which tended to further impeach Mary
Siemmering.

Luetgert Was Merose.

The utter annihilation- of the tes-
timony of Mary Siemmering yesterday,
together with impeachment of William
Charles, Luetgert’s business partner and
confidential friend, seems to have had a
chilling effect upon the defence. TLuet-
gert was morose, and he admitted to 2
jail guard that the case looked bad for
him at present. {

The State rested its case this after-
noon after a prosecution lasting seven
weeks. Court wgs adjourned until next
Monday, when the defence will probably
put on a few rebuttal witnesses. Then
the arguments to the jury will begin.
These will last six days.
