The Member for Kent Was Indig-
nant Because His Telegrams

MINISTER WAS ALWAYS T0O BUSY.

Mr. Stephens Threatened to Re-
sign His Seat if Such Treat-
ment Was Continued.

Ottawa, April 11.—(Special.)—Mr. Steph-
ens, the Liberal member for Kent, created
a mild sensation in tne House to-day by
threatening* to resign on account of dis-
courtesy shown to him and his constitu-
ents by the Govermment. The member
for Kent was flushed with Indignation
when he arose to put his case hefore thc
House. He said that while in Chatham
during Baster holidays he wired *o the
Minister of Public Works that the steam

barge Ireland was ashore on the bar be-
tween Chatham and the mouth of the
Thames, and as there was only seven feet
of water on the bar the entire fleet was
tied up at Chatham. His telegram asked
the Minister of Public Works to order a
dredge, which was ready om the spot, to
go to work and dredge the bar so vessels
could get thru. The dredge could be had
at ‘the usual rate of $8 per working hour.
To that telégram he could get no reply.
Since his return to Ottawa he had receiv-
ed several messages from prominent p°o0-
ple in Chatham about the matter.

President Loubet Lunched With the
Duke of Genoa on the
Italian Flagship.

CORDIAL EXCHAKGE OF TOASTS.

bnecorutlon- Distributed by Both
the President and the Duke,
With Warm Words.

Toulon, April 11.—In behalf of the King

of Italy, the Duke of Genoa this morning
distributed a number of decorations to the

French Ministers and military, naval and
civil officials.

President Loubet distributed medals to
workmen who had been 30 years in the
same employ.

At noon President Loubet boarded the
Lepanto, the Italian flagship, and lunched
with the Duke of Genoa.

The latter, in toasting the chief execu-
tive of France, sald :

“Pérmit me, Mr. President, to express
to you my acknowledgment of the very
cordial and sympathetic welcome accord-
eéd by France to myself and to the squad
ron under my command. I shall retain an
unalterably happy recollection of the mag-
nificent reception. I drink to Francé and
te her armies on land and sea, and I also
desire to express my high regard for your-
self personally.” )

Before he resumed his seat, the Duke
touched glasses with President Loubet,
and the two warmly clasped hands.

President Loubet’s Response,

President Loubet replied: ‘‘Monseigneur,
I am profoundly moved by the friendsh
you have just expressed for the French
Republic and its President, and by the
sympathy which you show for its army
and navy. It is unnecessary to repeat to
you what are the feelings of the French
nation towards Italy. You already know
them, and I have described them to you.
But I wish once more to assure you that
we are profoundly touched by the evi-
dence of friendship which His Majesty the
King of Italy has given to KFrance by send-
ing your grand squadron here. 1 drink to
the health of King Victor Emmannue!, to
the royal family, to their prosperity and
to the Ttalian fleet. I drink also to your
personal health, Monseigneur. Just now,
I notice in your cabin the pictures of
those dear to you. Permit me to assoclate
them with yourself in the good wishes I 1m
now expressing, and to drink to the health
of your entire family.” :
