Amsterdam, Sept. 25.—Germany maintains her readiness for peace 
despite repeated rejections of peace offers from the central powers, 
declared Admiral von Hintze, the German foreign secretary, in address- 
ing the Reichstag main committee.

Speaking on the recent Austrian peace proposal, Admiral von Hintze said that the German Government's attitude toward peace had been man- 
tested to the whole world in repeated appeals.
