I have the hononr to
inform the House that I have received fr0111
the jndges selected for the trial of election
petitions, pursuant to 'The Dominion Con-
troi-erted Elections Act,' certificates and re-
ports relating to the clections :

For the electoral district of the West Riding
of the cc*unty of Durham;

Fom the electoral district o! York,' N.B.; and
For the electomai district of Lisgar;

in ail of which electorai districts the eIec-
tions were declared void.

In conformity witli chapter 9, section
46, of the Revised Statutes, I issned my
several warrauts to the Cierk of the Crowiî
in Chancery to make ont now -writs of elec-
tion for tlue said elector.il districts respec-
tiveiy.

I have also the honr>ur to Iaform the
Ilouse that I have received from two of the
judges seiected for the triai of election
petitions, pursuant to the 'Dominion Con-
troverted Eiections Act,' a certificnte and
report relating to the election for the elec-
toral district of Victoria, B.C., by whlch the
election of Hon. Edward Gawler Prior was
declnred void, and the petition against the
clection of Thos. Earle, Esq., was dlsmissed.

In conformlty wlth chapter 9, section 46.
o! the Revised Statutes, 1 issned my wnr-

rant to the Clerk of the Crown lu Chancery
to niake out a new writ of election for the
said electorai district lu the room of Hon.
Edward Gawler Prior.

1 have also the honour to inform the
Ilouse that I have receivcd from the judges
selected for the trial of election petitions,
pursuant to 'The Dominion Controverted
Elections Act,' certificates and reports re-
lating to the election :

Far the electoral district of Ottawa City
For the electoral district cf Cornwall and

Stcrmont;
For the electoral district of Charlotte
For the electoral district of the South Riding

o! the county of Ontario ;and
For the electoral district of the North Rîdlng

of the county of Bruce;
by which the said election petitions were
severalIy dismissed and the sitting mem-
bers declared duly elected.
