Japan Demands Justice.

Paris, April 22.—Baron Suyematsu,
ex-minister of the interior of Japan,
in the course of an interview with
the London correspondent of the Ma-
tin, stated that the French laws of
neutra’ity had not foreseen a case of
breach of neutrality involving fifty
warships. The presence of a Russian
fleet in French Indo-Chinese waters
constituted a flagrant breach of neu-
trality.
