On Monday night, at 8 o'clock, Mr. 11, tGale anda
highly vespectable Jury assembled at the dwelling
house of John Calerait, Esq, M. P. to investizate the
canse of the death of that gentleman, who put a period
to his existence under the circumstances detailed in the
tollowing evider The lamentable event involyel
the family of the deceased in the utmost des
agitation, and the Jury, at the suggestion of the Co-
roucr, viewed the body two at u time.

George Rennison being sworn, stuted as follows—1
am footian to the decensed.

Ou Sunday al-
ternoon, ahout 4 o'clock, I wasin the kitchen, when
Miss Arabella Caleralt, the daughter of the decensed,
came home from charch, and went, as I thought, (o
the dreawing room, hut not fading the decensed there,
she called me, and usked * Whore is my father ?
replied, « Isuppose he is in his bedroom.”  She then
inguired “ how long it was since I had seen Lim ¢* T
replied, © Three quarters of an hour,”  She then fn-u.
ceeded to his bed-room door on the same landing-p
and knocked, hut it was fust, and she pived no an-
swer,  She then proceeded to his: dressing rovin,
which adjoins his sleeping room. I followed her, und
we removed some things which were placed near the
bed-room door, which enabled us to enter it. On go-
ing into the room Miss Caleralt shrieked out # Georgee,
George,” and we advanced about two paces into the
room.
